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My work is not easily categorised; |
would label my collection as
brittle/soft sculptures. My location
within the field of practice is
engaged with the particularty of
textie art, however with an
additional element of hatching out
from preconceived ideals.

This particular collection
investigates the notion of recreating
human wvulnerability and emotive
response through the means of
found feminine garments. The
sculptural pieces involve two key
elements, one being the
juxtaposition between harsh acts of
deconstruction through destruction,
with delicate yet clumsy restorative
attempts, contrasting the
carelessness with the scrupulous.
The second element lies within the
skeletal structures that expose the
hidden space behind the fabric;
this, as well as working in pinned
suspension, adds sculptural
dimension. These problematic
assemblages are highly innovative
in their portrayal of human emotion
through the medium of textiles. The
collection touches on personal
response to overwhelming issues,
such as instability, loss and self
conflict.
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My work is a cathartic tool used to
release pent up emotions,
recollections of memories, thoughts
and feelings. Using my body as a
template, | have explored aspects of
myself by printing and casting in the
hope of uncovering concealed
thoughts and feelings towards my
own body. Through the process of
making and wrting | attempt to
depict the Iimperfect and the
distorted, by creating intimate and
detailed pieces which both represent
my mental and physical self. This is
then used as a way of externalising
private thoughts and emotions in
order to gain perspective on issues |
have with myself.

Through exploring emotions such as
insecurity, depression, low self-
esteem and perfectionism | attempt
to expose what | believe to be very
common problems seen in our
society. | aim, through my work, to
tackle issues of bullying and
society’s expectations of perfection
and beauty and how these issues,
and those related, can have a
negative effect on someone.
