Call for Papers

The journal Mobilities states that contemporary “mobilities encompasse both the large-scale movements of people, objects, capital, and information across the world, as well as more local processes of daily transportation, movement through public space, and the travel of material things within everyday life. Recent developments in transportation and communications infrastructures, along with new social and cultural practices of mobility have elicited a number of new research initiatives for understanding the connections between these diverse mobilities.” 

In the last ten years new trends and dynamics of tourism mobilities in the MENA region have been noticed: the boom of intra-regional tourisms, the dramatic increase in intra-regional FDI in tourism services, neo-liberal urban restructuring of tourism places and spaces, the establishment of various new intraregional transportation infrastructure and so on. While numerous trends have been driven by decisions taken at the political level, others express growing profit-oriented investments strategies. For example Libyan investments in Tunisia and Egypt are seen as a result of the new political orientation of the country.

Beyond investments, the visa-issuing policies and the establishment of new transportation infrastructures reflect new tourism regulatory frameworks that need to be examined. For example, on the one hand, Iranians cannot travel to Egypt and Jordan due to visa restrictions, but they are more than welcome in the UAE, Syria and Iraq. Turkey and Lebanon have established a no-visa regime for visitors from GCC countries and Jordan.

Furthermore, new developments in communications have also elicited new intraregional connections between both migrants and tourists within and outside the MENA region. Such connections are, of course, emphatically gendered as well as structured by different ethnic backgrounds and shared heritages. These heritages bring to the fore the material nature of many tourism mobilities in terms of the movement of everyday things that become important to sustain the political economy of tourism. 

This panel thus aims to discuss from a political economy perspective the various new tourism mobilities in the MENA region and seeks submissions that take up the above dimensions in order to explore the diverse economic, communicational, material and migrational experiences of tourism mobilities. Thus, 

the focus was shifted from the likes of walking, rowing, sailing, 

horseback riding and the usage of animal traction to mechanical means of 

transport such as the steam engine, the combustion engine and rocket 

propulsion.Where did the question of energy figure in the acceleration 

and intensification of traffic? Where in the choice of a means of 

transport, in the question ‘street or ship’? How was energy efficiency 

for new machines increased? Conversely, how was their environmental 

pollution reduced? Why did one choose a specific propulsion? How did the 

price of energy affect the price of transport and mobility? How big was 

the influence of private traffic and energy business thereby, how great 

the weight of governmental politics?

According to economist Joseph Schumpeter, innovations are elementary 

improvements that shake the economy and the community which means in 

this case that they produce new means of transport such as train, car or 

plane. Which economical, social, cultural and political conditions 

leveraged which means of transport? Innovations never were the result of 

mere business calculations and engineering efforts. Behind those were 

always sociocultural factors such as the ideology of freedom, the 

appetite for adventure and discovery or the play instinct and surge for 

fame. Also, new combinations of existing means of transport could lead 

to innovation.

Proposals which connect the two conference topics (energy and 

innovation) are eminently favoured: How was the velocity of a means of 

transport increased without a multiplication of energy consumption? Do 

new means of transport prevail mainly in times of war and crisis? Could 

premodern and antiquated means of transport increase their efficiency 

under the pressure of competition of new modes of drive as for example 

the fast sailing ships that came up under the pressure of the steam boat 

around 1850?

Appel à Communications – Construire la Méditerrannée

Colloque du Département de Géographie de Sousse | 28-29-30 Janvier 2010

Entre la vision braudelienne d’une Méditerranée « personnage complexe, encombrant, hors série, (qui) échappe à nos mesures et à nos catégories.. » et l’idée d’une Méditerranée, qui selon Edgar Morin « n’existe que dans nos subjectivités » la géographie est invitée enfin à se prononcer. Car, à part l’étiquette climatique qui a été fortement mise en avant, la géographie classique, exception faite des écrits d’Elisée Reclus, a préféré ignorer la Méditerrané, au pire l’oublier. La reconstruction théorique et thématique de la géographie depuis une trentaine d’années, quant à elle, ne s’est penchée que très peu sur l’objet « Méditerranée» même si par endroits quelques sérieuses réflexions auguraient d’un regain d’intérêt. A l’évidence, la Méditerranée en tant que concept spatial plausible à été victime de deux préjugés : la géographie classique (française) et sur fond d’un préjugé culturel discutable, n’a jamais vu dans la Méditerranée qu’une mer faite par et pour l’Europe. La récupération de l’expression « mare nostrum » non comme forme d’appropriation mais comme épithète triviale exprime très bien cette forte tendance à l’occultation dont la Méditerranée a longtemps fait l’objet. Deuxièmement, la tendance, lourde chez une partie de la nouvelle littérature géographique à ne voir dans les espaces que leur dimension géopolitique a été à l’origine de l’expression «une Méditerranée, mur mitoyen », oxymoron qui en finit prématurément avec toute réflexion théorique possible. Ces deux préjugés se prolongent dans la production géographique d’aujourd’hui dans l’usage qu’on fait habituellement de la catégorie d’analyse « Nord/Sud » où, dans le cas de son application sur la Méditerranée, la primauté est donnée aux relations de confrontations et aux formes conflictuelles. Pourtant, cette catégorie prise dans son acception large, signifie aussi l’ensemble des rapports de médiation qui produisent de nouveaux acteurs et de nouveaux lieux avec une relecture totale des distances (économiques, culturelles, sociales…) et des logiques d’espacement. 

Dans la perspective qui est la nôtre, la pertinence de la « Méditerranée» en tant qu’objet de réflexion et de recherche réside dans le fait qu’il constitue un espace d’action d’une grande originalité où les aspects d’une mondialisation « immanente » et multiforme (le foyer touristique le plus important, délocalisations des industries et des services) cohabitaient avec celle d’un autre « désir du monde » qui se fait d’une façon beaucoup plus périlleuse à travers des migrations clandestines dont le volume des flux s’intensifie de plus en plus. 

Les actions se déclinent aussi dans des expériences de développement et d’aménagement qui ont produit et façonné des types d’espaces « penchés » sur la Méditerranée. La littoralisation, modèle spatial récurrent sur les deux rives témoigne de la place qu’occupe la façade maritime dans l’organisation et le fonctionnement des espaces urbains méditerranéens et leur évolution vers la métropolisation. 

Espace d’action(s), la Méditerranée est aussi un espace en action dont la dimension spatiale se forge et se reproduit selon quelques déterminants puissants. D’abord quelques tropismes forts où se conjuguent des écosystèmes fragiles, un différentiel de développement Nord/Sud qui ne cesse de se creuser et de s’amplifier, des configurations/combinaisons géopolitiques pesantes et fortement indurées. Ensuite quelques inflexions qui, sans être définitives, méritent qu’on s’y attarde : depuis une vingtaine d’années la Méditerranée est devenue, chez une partie des élites politiques et économiques, un espace de projet(s) indispensable. Du processus de Barcelone (1995) et ses visées géo-économiques à l’Union pour la Méditerranée (2008) en passant par les programmes sectoriels de préservation du patrimoine naturel méditerranéen, de développement et d’aménagement urbain, la Méditerranée, comme catégorie géographique, apparaît comme un possible espace de projet et/ou de projets. 

Ainsi, l’objectif de ce colloque est de mettre en évidence, à partir de ces deux constats d’action et de projet, et selon des échelles et des temporalités multiples, les processus d’interaction et d’interactivité faisant de la Méditerranée un espace d’action et de probable construction et ce autour des quatre thèmes suivants sur lesquels nous invitons les spécialistes de l’analyse des dimensions spatiales des sociétés à réfléchir : 

1- Représentations de la Méditerranée : spatialité(s) et imaginaires géographiques. 

Qu’ils soient des fictions cinématographiques, des productions littéraires, des affiches publicitaires ou des manuels scolaires, les représentations de la Méditerranée évoquent, à travers des récits sur les lieux, les espaces et les territoires, des lectures sur les spatialités méditerranéennes qu’il serait utile de dévoiler et de questionner. Ainsi, entre Salambo de Flaubert, et le rivage des Syrtes de Julien Gracq mués en lieux imaginaires en passant par la peinture de Cézanne ou, sur un autre registre, les images très médiatiques des policiers du Lampedusa accueillant des migrants clandestins, la Méditerranée se fait paraître, à travers ses dimensions spatiales, au point d’être un espace à part. Que constituent alors ces représentations, quelles matérialités évoqueraient-elles et quelles dimensions idéelles mobiliseraient-elles? 

2- La Méditerranée ; espace-patrimoine : Enjeux environnementaux pour des écosystèmes sans cesse bouleversés par les hommes. 

Les milieux « naturels » non transformés par les hommes n’existent pratiquement plus en Méditerranée. Modifiés depuis la « révolution » du Néolithique et soumis à des pressions sans équivalent ailleurs, ils subissent encore aujourd’hui des mutations sensibles dans leur structure et leur fonctionnement. Qu’il s’agisse des plages et des systèmes dunaires qui leurs sont associés, des côtes rocheuses escarpées, des espaces insulaires, des zones humides littorales, des plaines alluviales et deltaïques, des milieux forestiers et autres milieux spécifiques ; les écosystèmes méditerranéens sont en forte prise avec des formes de dégradation. Devenues facteurs de déséquilibre, elles posent avec acuité deux problèmes, celui de l’adéquation entre les ressources et les modes d’habiter consommateurs d’espace, et celui relatif à la mise en place de stratégies intégrant développement et actions prévenant les risques « naturels » et assurant la régénération des ressources. Abordée sous l’angle d’un patrimoine naturel commun ou mémoire(s) de la Méditerranée, la question environnementale est ici replacée dans un cadre plus large, celui de l’évolution et de la pérennité de l’habiter méditerranéen et son agencement dans un contexte climatique changeant et dont les effets remarquables méritent d’être mieux élucidés. 

3- Les vecteurs d’un espace mondialisé : mobilité, développement et métropolisation. 

Existe-il un modèle de peuplement propre à la Méditerranée ? Comment l’appréhender en relation avec la donne du développement économique et sociale en recomposition ? Au niveau des caractéristiques générales de la localisation de la population et des activités la tendance, sur les deux rives à la consolidation des espaces métropolitains achève un long processus de littoralisation qui nous fait rappeler les vieilles structures géohistoriques méditerranéennes (les modèles des Cités-Etats) d’où une question centrale : s’agit-il d’une Méditerranée de villes et de métropoles qui se fait au détriment des Etats et leurs territorialités classiques ? Les systèmes de mobilité, opposés soit-ils, n’attestent-ils pas d’un grand mouvement qui se fait pour et par les villes ? Quel type de développement pour les nouveaux espaces des sociétés ? Quel statut des lieux et des territoires dans la logique sélective de la mondialisation ? 

4- Construire la Méditerranée : comment et pourquoi? 

Les géographes mettent l’accent de plus en plus sur les prophéties auto-réalisatrices et les utopies probables. L’Europe en est un exemple édifiant. La Méditerranée pourrait-elle être un autre exemple ? La question mérite réflexion et débat au moins au niveau de la confrontation de quelques scénarios probables qui se rapportent à l’évolution géopolitique, géo-économique et sociétale des sociétés méditerranéennes.

The main focus of this journal then is to examine the interplay between the production and consumption of tourism as forms of interaction between people and place. While tourism is a phenomenon in its own right, its centrality in contemporary capitalist society along with other forms of mobilities allows it to operate as a lens through which broader social and cultural processes can be illuminated. 

To that end the journal welcomes contributions that both reflect on the consumptive and performative nature of tourism per se but also which use tourism as a means to examine questions pertinent to social and cultural life more generally and further articulates the use of current areas of theoretical debate in critical analyses.

Fiction book on African migration: Leaving Tangier

Leaving Tangier

Tahar Ben Jelloun

IN HIS latest work to be translated into English, Tahar Ben Jelloun, Morocco’s best-known novelist, examines how much people are willing to sacrifice to start a new life in Europe, and the consequences of taking flight. Mr Ben Jelloun is no stranger to these issues, having left Morocco himself in 1971 to study in Paris. He has won numerous literary prizes, including the Prix Goncourt in 1987, an award he now judges. 

In “Leaving Tangier”, the author draws on his research as a social psychiatrist that also inspired an earlier novel, “Solitaire”, as a way of exploring psychological and sexual dysfunctions that arise as a result of migration. Azel, an educated, heterosexual young man from Tangier, is unable to find work and becomes obsessed with his desire to escape from Morocco. He spends every evening at the Café Haha, gazing longingly at the lights twinkling on the Spanish coastline just 20 miles (32km) away. When he meets Miguel Lopez, a rich Spanish homosexual, Azel seizes the opportunity and leaves his family and his country behind to become Miguel’s lover in Barcelona. However, he underestimates the extent to which this decision will destroy both his sexuality and his sense of self.

In 40 short chapters Mr Ben Jelloun weaves together a tapestry of exile and loss as he follows his characters through the dream and reality of leaving Tangier. Al Afia, “the fire”, smuggles boatloads of illegal emigrants across the strait, unashamedly profiting from an enterprise that often ends in arrest or drowning. Azel’s sister, Kenza, enters into a marriage of convenience with Miguel and obtains a job and a resident’s permit in Spain, but her dream of finding “love, true love” is snatched away. Back in Tangier, the most touching figure is Malika, an imaginative young girl who dies before any of her dreams can be realised. 

The invisible, omnipresent character in the text is Morocco itself, as Mr Ben Jelloun demonstrates the difficulty of ever really “leaving” your country. Although most of the plot takes place in Spain, the characters’ thoughts continually turn back to Morocco, a country that remains the “dearest and greatest” of their anxieties. “Leaving Tangier” is a brave, unflinching look at the issues underlying economic migration from North Africa—and the hard choices people make between roots and wings.

Two-day workshop: Diasporas, Migration and Media: Crossing Boundaries, New Directions 

November 6-7 2009

Utrecht University, Netherlands | Co-hosted by Nottingham Trent University and Aristotle University of Thessaloniki, Greece

Studying the relationship between diasporas and the media presents several challenges and issues that are at the core of humanities, social sciences, anthropology, and cultural and media studies. In the last two decades, an increase in the number of theories and amount of empirical research in the field, with topics ranging from Diaspora, mobility, migration, ethnicity, cosmopolitanism, postcolonialism, identity politics, representation, and practices of media production and consumption, have enhanced our understanding of the everyday lives of Diasporas and migrants. 

Through this process, the area of Diaspora, migration and media has evolved to embrace different theoretical and methodological perspectives, resulting in a plethora of work, and as a result, consolidating its position as an important area of investigation. On the other hand, any emerging canon needs to be criticized and challenged if the field is to retain its dynamism. The Politics of Lifestyle Migration and Residential Tourism: from reality to imagination 

Convened by Michaela Benson, The Sociological Review

Despite the significant scale of the phenomenon, the politics of Lifestyle Migration or Residential Tourism - the migration of relatively affluent individuals motivated by the promise of a particular lifestyle e.g. the British in France and Spain, Americans in Central America - remain uninterrogated. This panel examines the politics involved in this type of migration as they manifest themselves in governance, personal and historical politics, and in sociological explanations of the phenomenon. It therefore aims, through the exploration of these four sub-themes, to reveal the underlying and complex politics of this peculiar trend, as these intersect with reality and imagination, and which have, until now, been hidden from view.

1. In contrast to other forms of migration, there is very little governance of this contemporary form of migration; although host countries often provide incentives for these incomers, encouraging this form of mobility in the hope that it will boost their economies, they neglect the less savoury outcomes. The panel thus invites papers that examine existing governance, but also propose, based on well-documented cases, the controls that may be necessary as this social phenomenon increases in scale, and as its implications for local, national, and global communities become more evident.

2. Although there has been great emphasis upon its roots in tourism, little insight has been gained into the historical politics of relationships between sending and receiving countries. As the numbers of countries involved in this trend increases, these politics may become an increasingly important consideration in explaining the trend, for example in postcolonial contexts, which are increasing being seen as viable destinations (e.g. India, Panama, and Cyprus). Empirical and theoretical papers that examine these historical political conditions are therefore welcome.

3. The panel also invites contributions that examine individual motivations behind this form of migration, the personal politics (or lack thereof) involved in the decision to migrate and within hopes for a particular lifestyle following migration. It therefore questions whether Lifestyle Migration and Residential Tourism can be regarded as individualized political statements, and if so, what are these statements and what can they tell us about the people making them?

4. Finally, the terms used to explain this form of migration are highly contested within the field. The panel therefore seeks papers which question the politics, implicit or explicit, of the particular terms 'Lifestyle Migration' and 'Residential Tourism'. Who do they include and exclude, and to what ends?

The Merchant Houses of Mocha: Trade and Architecture in an Indian Ocean Port 

Gaining prominence as a seaport under the Ottomans in the mid-1500s, the city of Mocha on the Red Sea coast of Yemen pulsed with maritime commerce. Its very name became synonymous with Yemen's most important revenue-producing crop - coffee. After the imams of the Qasimi dynasty ousted the Ottomans in 1635, Mocha's trade turned eastward toward the Indian Ocean and coastal India. Merchants and shipowners from Asian, African, and European shores flocked to the city to trade in Arabian coffee and aromatics, Indian textiles, Asian spices, and silver from the New World. Nancy Um tells how and why Mocha's urban shape and architecture took the forms they did. Mocha was a hub in a great trade network encompassing overseas cities, agricultural hinterlands, and inland market centers. All these connected places, together with the functional demands of commerce in the city, the social stratification of its residents, and the imam's desire for wealth, contributed to Mocha's architectural and urban form. Eventually, in the mid-1800s, the Ottomans regained control over Yemen and abandoned Mocha as their coastal base. Its trade and its population diminished and its magnificent buildings began to crumble, until few traces are left of them today. This book helps bring Mocha to life once again. The African Borderlands Research Network - ABORNE

(http://www.aborne.org/) - is an interdisciplinary network of over 70 

academic researchers and institutions in Europe, Africa and North America.

Its members are from all disciplines of the social sciences, with an 

emphasis on anthropology and history. They share a long-term interest in 

all aspects of international borders and trans-boundary phenomena in 

Africa. The emphasis is largely on borderlands as physical spaces and 

social spheres, but the network is also concerned with regional flows of 

people and goods as well as economic processes that may be located at 

some distance from the geographical border. From April 2009, ABORNE will 

be funded by the European Science Foundation as an ESF networking programme.

ABORNE will hold it's third annual meeting at the University of the 

Witwatersrand, Johannesburg, South Africa, from 10-14 September 2009. 

Papers are invited from scholars of African borderlands and borders at 

all levels. Financial support is available for participants.

Both 'border theory' and border studies as a field owe much of their 

cross-disciplinary origins and development to scholars of the American 

Southwest. By the late 1990s, spurred by the rapid development of the 

European Union, Europeanist scholars had contributed not only a wealth 

of empirical studies but also significant theoretical insights and 

concepts to border studies. What then of Africa, the peripheral poor 

relation of the area studies' family? African borders have often been 

seen as incomplete or exceptional in relation to mainstream border 

theory - due to their supposed porosity, negotiability, arbitrariness, 

and lack of impact on popularly rooted social identities. Increasingly, 

however, Africanist scholars are making two arguments concerning the 

supposed exceptionalism of African borders. Firstly, many African 

borders are not indeed as irrelevant, porous and arbitrary as widely 

assumed. Secondly, many of the characteristics of African borders, in 

their diversity, are also present elsewhere. With increasingly global 

theorising, the US-Mexico and European borders may well turn out to be 

the exceptions to the global norm. African borders will contribute to 

helping us illuminate the functioning and meaning of borders in the 

global context. It is this process of bringing theory into Africa and 

Africa into theory which guides the present conference.

There are many characteristics of border management, border life, and 

borderlanders that operate at borders everywhere, that inform the 

comparative and analytical foundations of border theory, and to which 

African borders are no exceptions. Indeed, African borders often 

exemplify extreme border characteristics. While for example the 

performance of sovereignty and control is a high-profile feature of any 

border post, it is particularly salient at African borders where the 

performance may exist in inverse relation to the substance of the state. 

Similarly, as borderlanders everywhere produce their own border theory 

rooted in social practice, thereby contesting the conventionally bounded 

citizenship imaginary of the state, the distance between borderlander 

and state claims to territory and identity in Africa are often 

significant, with few avenues for closing the gap. Few African 

countries, in contrast to Mexico and some others, have authorized dual 

nationality for its citizens, despite the impossibility of preventing it 

in practice.

Apart from furthering existing border theory, the empirical and 

theoretical insights gained from studying African borderlands are 

already transforming the wider field. ABORNE's 2009 annual meeting will 

offer a unique platform for both established experts in the field and 

younger scholars with empirical insights "fresh from the field" to 

explore the most fruitful avenues of investigation. Together, we will 

seek to contribute more to the field than an additional set of empirical 

case studies. We aim to sharpen the cutting edge of the borderlands 

research agenda for years to come, and thereby contribute to the 

re-making of border theory in the 21st century.

Prospective areas of current and future enquiry include the meaning of 

'national' borders in pre-, post-, multi- or trans-national societies. 

While the Westphalian map remains in place, giving borders transnational 

political identities of their own, to what extent do they have stability 

as cultural markers? Should we start to consider national differences as 

purely political and economic matters: are there customs stations for 

customs? Using the idea of borders as conduits, how do borders 

facilitate cultural exchange just as they equilibrate the disparities of 

value of commercial exchange, disparities that are themselves reflected 

in culture and in social contestation? In many senses, therefore, the 

territorial border becomes less a boundary dividing identities into two 

nations than a bridge linking them in mutual dependence. Are these new 

forms of political and identity organisation only a reaction to 

uncertainty caused by the weakness or even the absence of state 

structures? Can these orders substitute the state in the long run? Might 

the strength and persistence of local political models lead to the 

transformation of the state as the only and unique model of organised 

power? Or do they foreshadow a specific form of interlacement between 

non-state actors and the state that will lead to heterarchical political 

settings in Africa and elsewhere? If so, what kinds of new borders - 

manifested physically, discursively, symbolically - are arising around 

such political forms?

Appel à communication : Tourisme - Théorie - Géographie

L’approche géographique du tourisme permet une perspective d'une part sur les multiples phénomènes géographiques dont le tourisme est co-constitutif, et, d'autre part, sur les différentes dimensions géographiques du tourisme. Elle s'insère ainsi dans un contexte disciplinaire et interdisciplinaire où de multiples conceptualisations se développent plus ou moins rapidement. Si les investigations empiriques - partiellement enregistrées par les différentes journées précédentes de la commission - réussissent à mettre au jour des phénomènes nouveaux et à décrire avec précision les contenus du tourisme, l'apport de la théorie et la confrontation entre différentes perspectives, démarches, modèles et concepts - des "imaginations géographiques" - ont été moins élaborées. D'où l'importance du questionnement du lien entre théorie, tourisme et géographie.

1. Quels théories et modèles novateurs pour appréhender avec plus de pertinence le tourisme ?

Le tourisme se développe ; les manières des géographes de modéliser et conceptualiser le phénomène aussi. Dans un contexte où l'importation de nombreux modèles, théories et concepts, catégories - et donc l'amarrage de la géographie aux sciences humaines et sociales - est dorénavant monnaie courante, on peut se poser la question de savoir quelles descriptions, explications et interprétations nouvelles sont possibles à l'aide de nouveaux outils conceptuels. Peu importe l'origine de ceux-ci : la complexité du phénomène nécessite une créativité de la part des géographes. On peut lister, à titre indicatif, quelques-unes des élaborations théoriques qui pourraient s'avérer pertinentes pour l'analyse du phénomène : 

1. Concernant la caractérisation du champ phénoménal, le tourisme est construit comme "scapes and flows" (Urry, 2000), prolongeant en cela Appadurai (1996) et ses "ethnoscapes" afin de désigner une réalité mouvante.

2. Afin de désigner ce que fait le touriste, la notion de "performance" vise l'expressivité du corps du touriste, mais aussi le caractère "programmé" des pratiques. Il est à noter que la notion d’"habitus touristique" (Vester, 1998) pour désigner les récurrences dans les pratiques touristiques et l’acquisition de compétences pour être touriste pose la question des conditions de possibilité de la transposition de ce concept du quotidien vers le hors-quotidien.

3. Le travail sur ce qui constitue l’espace proprement touristique, la catégorisation des lieux touristiques (ville-station, station à fonctions urbaines diversifiées, ville à fonction touristique, district touristique etc.) afin de désigner types de lieux (Equipe MIT, 2002) a gagné en diversité. Concernant l’époque contemporaine, les "environnements thématisés" – themed environments - (Williams & Shaw, 2004) qui forment l'espace touristique de la « société expérientelle » - Erlebnisgesellschaft – (Schulze, 1997) sont convoqués.

4. Cette réflexion sur le lien tourisme/société a conduit à la proposition du tourisme comme "genre commun" qui "infuse" la société-Monde (Lussault, 2007). Parallèlement, le terme "post-tourisme" comme notion désignant la "dé-différenciation" des pratiques touristiques (Urry, 1995) est proposé.

5. Afin de comprendre les effets des pratiques touristiques sur l’écosystème, la notion de "tourisme durable" a été mise en avant, notamment comme critique d’un tourisme de masse. Elle vise à maîtriser ces effets et proposer des pratiques qui minimisent l’action anthropique sur le milieu bio-physique. S’agit-il d’une scène politique et commerciale ou d’un concept scientifique ?

6. Afin de penser avec plus de précision ce qui est à l’œuvre dans le déplacement touristique, la notion de « situation touristique » comme espace-temps spécifique d’un projet individuel est proposé. Elle conduit à l’interrogation de la signification de toutes les pratiques, y compris un nouveau rapport au sexuel et au corps, notamment dans l’optique de la « libération sexuelle » des années 1960.

Ce ne sont là que quelques exemples sans visée exhaustive et nous invitons volontiers à proposer d’autres manières de penser le tourisme. 

Deux aspects complémentaires pourraient être évoqués. Primo, les apports des différentes disciplines (psychologie, économie, sociologie, anthropologie, politologie, psychanalyse, histoire, etc.) pourraient aussi être convoqués afin de féconder les recherches géographiques sur le tourisme dans une optique d’hybridation (Dogan & Pahre, 1991). Secundo, cette investigation des concepts novateurs peut également porter, dans une visée réflexive, sur l’épistémologie de la géographie du tourisme, sur les successions des paradigmes ainsi que sur les modèles de l'homme utilisés pour désigner le touriste ou les autres acteurs du tourisme etc.. Il convient en effet d'exercer la critique afin que la mesure de la pertinence de ces modèles continue. Cela permettrait également d'identifier des points aveugles des perspectives théoriques développées dans l’approche géographique du tourisme. 

2. Quelles implications la prise en compte du tourisme a-t-elle pour les théories et modèles en géographie ?

La quasi-totalité des théories et modèles en géographie a été bâtie sans référence au tourisme. Ni les modèles structuraux classiques de l'urbain, de la localisation des entreprises, ni les modèles d'action n'ont été proposés en intégrant le tourisme. Les seuls où le tourisme apparaît sont les théories sur l'imaginaire et les représentations. Le raisonnement géographique construisant un monde sans tourisme n'est plus pertinent dans une « civilisation du loisir » (Dumazedier). D'où la tentative d'évaluer la façon dont la prise en compte du phénomène touristique peut avoir des impacts sur la théorie géographique.

Or, on peut avancer l’argument suivant : l'injection de phénomènes touristiques dans les modèles et théories de la géographie fait opérer un changement radical à ceux-ci. L'on peut supposer que la prise en compte du touristique rend inopérable ou au mieux nécessite d'amender les théories et modèles en géographie. La question se pose ainsi : "la géographie peut-elle s'agréger à un tel phénomène, l'ériger en objet propre et le traiter sans elle-même se remettre, un tant soit peu, en cause ?" (Lazzarotti, p. 262, in Stock, 2003). La réponse est à l'évidence un défi immense pour les chercheurs : il s'agit d'une part de cerner l'apport des phénomènes touristiques pour la modélisation en géographie et, d'autre part, proposer à terme de nouvelles "modélisations avec tourisme". Il s'agit là d'un défi, car il convient de mettre à l'épreuve l'ensemble des modèles géographiques et tester ainsi leur congruence avec les phénomènes touristiques. Les domaines que l'on peut d'ores et déjà évoquer sont :

1. La centralité comme concept clé des modèles d'urbanisation et d'organisation des systèmes urbains où les pratiques touristiques et les lieux touristiques n’ont pas encore trouvé leur place. On peut également revenir sur l’ensemble de la géographie urbaine qui se focalise sur les villes comme seul type de lieu urbain, mais évacue les stations touristiques et la part du tourisme dans les processus d'urbanisation, et ce à tous les niveaux d’échelle. Par exemple, les pratiques de la ville restent centrées sur les résidents et oublient les pratiques en situation touristique (« habiter touristiquement »).

2. Les systèmes de mobilité dont le traitement est concentré sur les déplacement « quotidiens », et les « circulations migratoires ». Or, quelle est la place des pratiques touristiques dans les systèmes individuels de mobilité ?

3. La géographie économique où la circulation des flux financiers entre les lieux de production et les lieux de consommation touristique seraient intéressants à connaître dans une optique de l’économie « présentielle » (Davezies). De même que le concept de district industriel pourrait servir à l’investigation des districts touristiques.

4. Le croisement du tourisme et du géopolitique manque encore de travaux approfondis ; pourquoi pas à travers une discussion de la « critical geopolitics » ?

5. Les référents géographiques de l’identité personnelle ou collective constituent aujourd’hui une interrogation banale ; cependant, la question de la place des lieux de vacances est évacuée. Ceci constitue une entrée spécifique de la question du rapport à l’espace et les « cultures d’espace », bouleversée par le tourisme. Cette interrogation pourrait aussi engendrer un questionnement des géographies culturelle, sociale, politique, etc..

Les communications attendues pourraient viser à enrichir la théorie géographique par la prise en compte du tourisme dans les conceptualisations et l'on invite des communications faisant le point sur l'enrichissement possible des modèles et concepts géographiques en prenant en compte le phénomène touristique. Ceci pourrait être le lieu de confrontations avec les géographes qui ne sont pas spécialistes de tourisme. C’est pourquoi cet appel à communication s’adresse non seulement aux géographes « du tourisme », mais aussi aux représentants de la géographie culturelle, sociale, urbaine etc. dans les recherches desquels le tourisme fait irruption sans qu’ils sachent quoi en faire et/ou où le tourisme reste un phénomène étrange, invisible ou impensé.

Nous invitons les personnes intéressées à envoyer les propositions de communications au plus tard le 2 mars 2009. Le comité scientifique rendra sa réponse avant le 1er avril 2009. Elles doivent être envoyées au secrétariat du colloque (christine.eden@iukb.ch) en une page comprenant l’exposé du sujet, le questionnement et d’une problématique. Le comité d’organisation est disponible pour répondre, le cas échéant, aux différentes questions.

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European Sociological Association Conference, Research Stream 14: Chronic Regional Conflicts: Focus on the Israeli-Palestinian Case

Lisbon, Portugal, 2-5 September 2009.

Following the recent escalation of the Israeli-Palestinian conflict and the spontaneous interventions of colleagues and social scientists in the ESA discussion list, which caused the managers of the list to change the discussion list into a moderated discussion list, a number of us thought it might be more productive if there were a structure within ESA for a more professional (sociological), systematic and in-depth discussion of the factors that are responsible for the “chronicity” of this regional conflict as well of the possible strategies for resolving it. After consultation with the Lisbon Conference Programme Chair and the Local Organizing Committee, we decided that this can best be achieved at this time, through the constitution of a Research Stream. So we proposed the formation of a Research Stream on “Chronic Regional Conflicts” whose priority focus for the 9th ESA Lisbon Conference would be the Israeli-Palestinian conflict. Concurrently, we sent a summary Call for Papers to the Conference Organizers, that was approved and has already been loaded on the ESA conference webpage, as Research Stream 14 (http://www.esa9thconference.com).

As a Research Stream, we have the right to organize 8 sessions, two of which will be 2-hour sessions and 6 1.5-hour sessions. The convenors welcome contributions, especially by Israeli and Palestinian sociologists/social scientists, on (1) the factors behind the long-standing Israeli-Palestinian conflict and (2) on strategies for a permanent and genuine resolution. Although the focus of RS 14 in the Lisbon conference is on the Israeli-Palestinian conflict, the convenors welcome comparative studies of the Israeli-Palestinian conflict with other “chronic” regional conflicts – resolved or not and especially from young scholars- that would shed light on the Israeli-Palestinian conflict and point to the road for a permanent and genuine resolution. 

We remind prospective contributors to RS 14 that they should submit the abstracts of their papers by February 26, 2009, using the official Online Abstract Submission Form and following the Instructions and Guidelines for Online Abstract Submissions published in the conference website (http://www.esa9thconference.com).

The Mediterranean Renaissance Programme-MRP of the IGU-International Geographical Union organizes a one-day workshop which includes invited presentations on crucial topics for the Euro-Mediterranean area. The general topic "Contemporary challenges for the Mediterranean basin", will be devoted to: environmental changes; migration; information society and tourism; and structured in 4 sessions:

1. Climatic changes and impacts (Chair and organiser: Annick Douguedroit, France) 

2. Migration in the Mediterranean Region: between human development and security (Chair and organiser: Ali Toumi, Tunisia)

Current climate change which has a very high probability to continue beyond the end of that century, presents in the Mediterranean peculiar features rather more threatening than in many other areas in the world. In summer temperature is supposed to undergo one of the most important increase in the world when it is still high and rainfall is supposed to decrease while the area is not yet rainy. Such climate change features will cause impacts of great importance on human beings and many activities. For example, summer tourism will encounter difficulties when intermediate seasons favourable to tourism will grow longer. Generally all the water resources, even from the near mountains, will decrease when population will increase. Yields of rain culture like wheat will diminish, when irrigation will be limited by the water resources decrease. On the whole adaptation to climate change will be an urgent necessity in all the Mediterranean Basin.

2. Migration in the Mediterranean Region: between human development and security (Track leader: Ali Toumi, Tunisia)

The Mediterranean has always been the seat of intense trade flows of goods and men. It becomes a very dynamic interface economically and culturally between the three continents that border it. The role played by one of the seas, without doubt, the most vibrant in the world, remains quite real and increasingly confirmed. This does not obviously lack poses many problems in the political, economic and human resources that each of the Mediterranean nations is called upon to manage as much as possible, i.e. safeguarding its own interests but without any damages for neighbors. Whatever the precautions taken by both sides, these policies are not without generating, now as in the past, many conflicts. Before combining the efforts of developing security requirements, these policies must also deal with social attitudes that are often unpredictable and difficult to control. Four principal themes can guide the reflection of geography in this folder:

-Structure of migration flows in the Mediterranean Region

-Socio-economic constraints and socio-cultural models in migration flows

-Human development in the Mediterranean Region: heterogeneity or homogenization?

- Socio-political attitudes towards migration flows in the Mediterranean Region

3. Information Society (Track leaders: Aharon Kellerman, Israel, Maria Paradiso, Italy)

The emergence of the information society has become a global trend. It implies a mass adoption of communication technologies, mainly mobile phones and the Internet. Mediterranean countries at large and peripheral regions in them in particular present an important arena for understanding of the role of traditional communications practices as potential obstacles or promoting agents for the adoption of information societies and their impacts.

4. Tourism and sustainability (Track leader: Giuliano Bellezza, Italy).

The main stream of tourism movements in the Mediterranean Region still follows the original one way southbound direction. Today minor stream (northbound) has similar features: wealthy people on their vacation, looking for some days of happy life, divided between leisure and culture. We find major differences when considering the sustainability. The problem of environmental quality disruption is more or less the same, though the limitations are stronger in the European sector. Things are substantially different when looking to the human impact. In the European shores the danger doesn’t come from southern tourists. But there is a growing number of irregular immigrants, selling a lot of merchandise (sun glasses, blankets, beverages, and even gems and “ethnic” jewellery). Mixed among them, there undeniably are drug sellers and other no recommendable people. On the southern coast, the sight of the wealthy European tourists sometimes drive local people to the consciousness of their too much poorer conditions, while some behaviours normal on an European beach will be considered offensive in the non European ones. Therefore, problems of cultural relations and sustainability must also be considered.

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Conference: Cultural Histories of Sociability, Spaces and Mobility

University of York, Department of History Cultural History. 

9-11 July 2009

Spatial mobility has moved to the centre of lively debates in a number of key areas of social inquiry. Terms such as 'travel', 'mobility', 'displacement', 'diaspora', 'frontier', 'transience', 'dislocation', 'fluidity' and 'permeability' are central to thinking about the nature of subjectivity and hence the formation of identity on any number of geographical scales and social dimensions. In particular, some scholars argue that the contemporary meaning and practice of what it is to belong is changing as new technologies of transport, along with communications, help to reduce the power of traditional places to define personal and communal identities. Some commentators even suggest that unparalleled levels of mobility are shaping a 'post-societal' world of extreme individualization in which nation-states and civil societies are being replaced by global 'citizens' moving endlessly through worldwide 'networks and flows'. Critics argue that this assumption of unbounded movement and geographically fluid identities is unwarranted, and that what matters is understanding how inequalities of mobility arise and with what consequences for social equity and ecological sustainability. But without a sure grasp of the historical precedents to these scenarios, it is all too easy to misconstrue the significance of the changes that are taking place. 

This conference therefore aims to explore how, from the mediaeval period and earlier through to (post)modern times, what it means to be fully social has evolved in relation to spatial movement, whether of an everyday or an exceptional character. What role did mobility - and immobility - play in defining the meaning of participation in social, economic or political life and the spatial scale at which such participation took place? how were such meanings formed, sustained and dissolved by particular social structures, mechanisms or processes? and with what consequences for the lived practice of collective and individual life? The conference will address the complex and heterogeneous ways in which historical (im)mobilities were both produced and consumed in relation to human sociability in any sphere and at any geographical scale. It will explore how the modes of governance and organization, infrastructures, vehicles and other artefacts which together constituted transport or mobility systems as material cultures acted as intermediaries engaging, ordering and distributing the spaces, conceptions and practices of communal participation from micro to macro levels. Understood in this way, the highway, for instance, implicated in the making of mobility networks from mediaeval times to the computer age, emerges as a key notion. It has played an important role in conceptions of a civic sphere of free movement and speech since mediaeval law enshrined the right of passage along certain designated routes. Important for the movement of political correspondents in the 18th century and the formation of a nascent working-class politics in the 19th, a space of contestation between automobilists and those seeking to maintain it as a locale for the conduct of neighbourhood life in the 20th, the highway (as the 'information superhighway') is frequently invoked as a triumph of western liberal-capitalist democracy in the 21st.

The conference will include papers from any perspective in relation to the historical connections between human sociability and mobility, including:

* different kinds; from the transport of people to the mobility of goods, merchandise and ideas, from enforced movements to the discretionary consumption of mobility

* different periods; from mediaeval or earlier to the contemporary

* different scales; from large transport regimes to individual mobilities, from neighbourhood to global flows

* different actors; from mechanical technologies to human- and animal-powered mobilities

* different spaces; from developed to developing countries and transnational zones.

The Keynote Address - 'Home Lands: How Women's Movements Made the West'

The conference will open on the Thursday evening with a keynote address by Virginia Scharff, Professor of History and Director, Center for the Southwest, University of New Mexico. Currently Beinecke Senior Research Fellow, Lamar Center for the Study of Frontiers and Borders, Yale University, Professor Scharff is author or editor of five academic books, including Twenty Thousand Roads: Women, Movement, and the West (University of California Press, 2003) and Taking the Wheel: Women and the Coming of the Motor Age (Free Press, 1991). She also works as a consultant with museums and documentary film makers, as well publishing best-selling mystery novels under the pseudonym Virginia Swift.

Virginia Scharff's keynote address is based on her work over the past five years with the Autry National Center in Los Angeles on a museum exhibition and book titled Home Lands: How Women Made the West. The exhibition looks at three places in the American West, examining the ways in which women used a particular resource to claim that place as 'home' over hundreds, and in one case, thousands of years. One of those places is the region articulated around the Great Plains and Rocky Mountains, ultimately including the city of Denver, Colorado, and the resource examined is transportation. The project looks at the relation between women's history and the horse, the railroad and the motorcar, to discuss changes in cultural landscapes and social patterns. In each case, the mode of transportation shaped (and was shaped by) locals' and transients' notions about who belonged to the place, who had authority to determine what happened there, who had the right to claim the place as 'home' and on what terms.

The Department of History at the University of York enjoys a high reputation for its Cultural History Conferences with their emphasis on allowing ample time for presentations and discussion coupled with a lively social programme. This conference is organized in conjunction with the Institute of Railway Studies & Transport History, the Department's partnership since 1995 with the National Railway Museum. The Museum, one of the UK's leading tourist attractions, will be the main location for the conference, including an evening social event in one of the spectacular exhibition halls.

Please note that all participants will be expected to register for the conference. Registration fees are expected to be around £125, including all lunches and evening events, with a limited number of bursaries for students and others without institutional support. We intend to publish a selection of the papers as a edited book or as a special issue of a peer-reviewed journal. The 6th Annual Forced Migration Student Conference organised by postgraduates and hosted by the Refugee Research Centre at the University of East London on Saturday the 25th and Sunday the 26th of April.

Living a life in the margins or a marginalised life is a recurrent trope in the field of forced migration studies. Throughout the whole refugee experience from persecution and flight to settlement and integration, refugees find themselves pushed to the margins and often excluded. The marginalisation of various categories of forced migrants brings into question the effectiveness of protection regimes. Livelihood strategies of forced migrants are formulated at the very margins of society, some of whom are compelled to do so 'outside' the law. How do refugees negotiate identities that help them to combat social exclusion? Adopting a reflexive gaze, as researchers and aspiring academics we must ask ourselves how considerable and pertinent are the dialogues of practitioners and academics? Is academia to be confined to the sidelines or can it be more engaged with forced migrants? In which ways can the study of forced migration be related to wider global issues?

Why do so many Turkish migrants choose to make their fortune in America when the proximity of Europe makes it a less costly risk? In Migrating to America Lisa DiCarlo offers new insights into the study of identity and migration. She draws on research and the history of the Black Sea region going back to the early years of the modern Turkish Republic, to explain current Turkish labour migration trends.

The forced ethnic migration between Greece and Turkey at the end of the Ottoman Empire

stripped the Black Sea region of its artisans and merchants, weakening the economy and resulting in a trend of migration from this area. Through extensive field research DiCarlo reveals the kinship between Greeks and Turks originally from the Black Sea region. She argues current transnational chain migration is led by regional identity over ethnicity. This strong regional bond leads Turkish migrants from the Black Sea region to follow Greek Black Sea migrants across the Atlantic to America, rather than their Turkish compatriots to Europe.

Hospitality can play an important role in the regeneration process (Bell, 2007). Bars, cafes, restaurants, hotels and clubs provide the contexts for interaction, and transactions of hospitality facilitate the formation of networks and cultural practices that transform urban and suburban spaces (Latham, 2003; Lugosi and Lugosi, 2008). The provision and consumption of hospitality can become drivers of change in urban contexts; hospitality can provide the social and economic underpinning for ongoing regeneration, and its particular forms, for example culinary culture, offer 'powerful symbolic statements about urban fortunes' (Bell and Binnie, 2005, p. 80). The location of hospitality venues can be used as part of a civilising or rehabilitation process, and venues often reflect an area's cosmopolitanism; social and commercial practices of hospitality can encourage visitors or residents into an area, and its provision may form part of a broader strategy for capital and employment generation. However, certain forms of hospitality can disrupt the social practices of existing residents or visitors: for example, the emergence of branded hospitality venues can undermine the unique characteristics of an area; new venues may displace existing providers, and activities such as vertical drinking can create a range of social problems. This session welcomes papers that help to develop a greater understanding of the relationship between hospitality and regeneration, and we particularly welcome theoretical and empirical papers that explore one or more of the following issues:

Acquaint the students with the different ethnic and religious groups in the region, their way of life, beliefs, views and inter-relations. SCP seeks to promote social and economic development within the carrying capacity of 

cosystems. New strategies and concrete tools are needed to change individual and institutional 

patterns of consumption and to enhance corporate responsibility (CR) of organisations. Researchers investigating patterns of consumption and intervention strategies to promote sustainable lifestyles among both public and private consumers or working within the thematic field of ecological product policy are encouraged to apply. Research projects integrating product assessment tools such as LCA, carbon footprint, MIPS or related methods are also of special interest. 

4. Energy and Climate 

Projects in this field should aim at socio-economic aspects of environmental technologies or at 

strategies of environmental technology policy, such as user participation or strategic niche 

management. They should develop measures and strategies for the promotion of renewable 

energy sources and for the transition to a sustainable energy system. Regional governance, 

climate policy strategies, innovation policy and the role of users in the area of energy technologies play an important role. In addition, the Manfred Heindler Grant is awarded for research projects on the increased use of renewable energies and on a more efficient use of energy. 

5. Information and Communication Technologies (ICT) 

A focus of the Fellowship Programme will be put on novel developments based on ICT from an 

STS point of view. Topics like ICT and agency, ubiquitous computing or ICT and mobility shall 

be analysed with respect to their wider social and political implications. Further issues of interest 

are the social shaping of ICT developments, innovation policies, risk management and participatory approaches to the design of ICT systems and applications.

Le colloque vise à interroger les effets des migrations et de la mobilité, dans un contexte de mondialisation et de globalisation, sur les pratiques de santé des acteurs, sur l'évolution des médecines et systèmes de santé et sur la redéfinition des espaces et territoires de santé. Il s'agira en effet de questionner les effets de différents types de mobilités (internes, nationales, transnationales, personnelles ou professionnelles, contraintes ou volontaires) sur les habitudes professionnelles et populaires de santé. Seront l'objet de ce colloque les situations rencontrées dans les pays à ressources limitées et dans les pays développés, au Nord et au Sud. 

Notre objectif est de mettre l'accent sur la façon dont le contexte général de mobilités et de globalisation modifie le rapport offre/demande de soin, favorise une mondialisation thérapeutique et oblige à une évolution des pratiques de santé : celles des demandeurs de soin d'une part, celles des pourvoyeurs de soin d'autre part, et enfin la dynamique des systèmes de santé et des médecines. Si la mobilité a souvent été traitée dans le domaine de la santé du point de vue des patients migrants, notre propos sera aussi de considérer les effets de la mobilité des soignants, des professionnels de santé, des tradi-thérapeutes, des chercheurs, des organisations de la société civile, sur la reconfiguration des espaces et territoires de santé. 

Plusieurs axes sont ainsi proposés : 

1. L'évolution des pratiques de santé et de soins des populations migrantes : intégration, négociation, et stratégies face aux modèles locaux ? 

En considérant les migrants et les personnes en mobilité au-delà de leur précarité et leur vulnérabilité, il sera pertinent de questionner l'évolution de leurs pratiques de santé dans l'expérience de cette mobilité. Evidemment, les questions d'accès aux soins et à la prévention des migrants malades, de leurs droits (notamment des droits humains) et des politiques de santé à leur endroit dans un monde globalisé pourront être abordées, en tenant compte par exemple des problèmes d'éthique ainsi soulevés. Mais il s'agira aussi d'analyser les pratiques de santé quotidiennes des migrants (soins généralistes, alimentation, activités physiques, maternité, pédiatrie, soins dentaires…) lors de leurs déplacements ou lors de leur sédentarisation, temporaire ou définitive. 

La mobilité pourra ainsi être perçue comme un événement obligeant à développer des compétences particulières, à faire appel à de nouvelles ressources et stratégies pour gérer la santé et la maladie, mais aussi pour gérer le rapport aux modèles ou systèmes de santé du pays d'accueil ou de transit. Ainsi, le choix de thérapeutiques nouvelles, traditionnelles ou néo-traditionnelles, l'inscription dans un pluralisme thérapeutique ou dans une univocité de recours peuvent témoigner des diverses modalités d'intégration et de négociation des modèles locaux de santé par les migrants. Au-delà des débats de l'ethnopsychiatrie, comment analyser l'évolution des pratiques de santé des migrants dans la migration ? 

2. Mobilité des pourvoyeurs de soin, dynamiques des médecines et systèmes de santé. 

Les soignants (médecins y compris), les thérapeutes traditionnels, les praticiens de santé mais aussi les chercheurs en santé et les associations connaissent eux-aussi l'expérience de la mobilité. Lors de leurs activités, ils franchissent des frontières géographiques, mais aussi culturelles, économiques et politiques. Le pluralisme devient aussi une pratique des soignants et associations et pas seulement des soignés. En outre, les contraintes politiques ou l’intervention sur les mêmes territoires géographiques d’institutions sanitaires et sociales nationales et internationales conduisent des soignants à « circuler » dans des espaces transnationaux. Quels sont les mécanismes mis en œuvre par ces soignants pour composer avec les savoirs et les pratiques locales ? De quelles façons négocient-ils les contraintes liées à leur affiliation à des organismes ou institutions mandataires, en particulier les ONG, les fondations internationales, les organismes sanitaires internationaux ? Quelles sont les stratégies mobilisées pour composer avec les contraintes politiques locales ou les enjeux liés aux politiques locales de santé dans l'exercice des pratiques thérapeutiques ?

De leur côté, les structures de soin doivent apprendre à intégrer des praticiens et des patients d'horizons différents. Quels sont les effets sur les pratiques et les conceptions de la santé de l'arrivée de soignants étrangers et/ou formés à une autre culture thérapeutique ? Comment les institutions tiennent-elles compte de ces pluralités d'expérience et de ressources ? A l'inverse, comment les pays d'émigration font-ils face au départ de ces soignants, notamment à la "fuite des cerveaux" ? Comment réorganisent-ils l'offre de soin en fonction des aléas de la mobilité ? Comment les malades tiennent-ils compte de cette mobilité des thérapeutes dans leur recours et leur demande de soins ? 

L'humanitaire est bien-sûr l'un des terrains de cette mobilité des soignants. Mais on pensera aussi à la recherche médicale ou sanitaire qui crée des espaces transnationaux où se côtoient chercheurs, médecins et malades d'horizons différents. 

Plus largement, le contexte de mondialisation modifie la façon dont les médecines et les systèmes de santé évoluent, se mettent en œuvre et se diffusent, en franchissant de nouveaux territoires. En témoignent l'exportation des savoirs et des pratiques au gré des circulations des acteurs, l'hybridation des médecines les unes au contact des autres, les pluralités de formes d'enseignement médical selon les contextes, les lieux et les publics. Comment analyser ces nouveaux processus d'hybridation transnationale ? 

3. Déterritorialisation-reterritorialisation des espaces de santé : nouvelles normes, nouvelles pratiques liées à la mobilité

La mobilité transnationale contribue à créer de nouveaux espaces, réels et virtuels, dans lesquels circulent les acteurs, les pratiques et les informations. L'usage des nouvelles technologies de l'information et de la communication pourra être analysé comme vecteur privilégié des informations, des connaissances, mais aussi des pratiques relatives à la santé, notamment dans la télémédecine. Au-delà des informations, ce sont aussi les médicaments, les produits de soin, les fonds finançant l’accès aux soins qui circulent dans ces réseaux informels. De surcroît, la mobilité des personnes, la mise en réseau des acteurs et l'ouverture des frontières au commerce international contribuent aussi au développement de différents trafics, dont celui des organes et des fluides humains. 

Enfin nous pourrons considérer les pratiques de santé qui naissent directement de la multiplication des mobilités. D'un côté, les politiques sanitaires érigent de nouvelles normes envers les migrants en multipliant par exemple les contraintes relatives à la santé : test de dépistage (pour les maladies infectieuses par exemple), usage de l'ADN pour les autorisations de passage aux frontières, multiplication de centres où le contrôle sanitaire est de rigueur… De l'autre, le développement des mobilités sanitaires se complexifie. D’une part, des malades circulent aujourd'hui dans des réseaux organisés au sein des diasporas qui ne se superposent pas toujours aux réseaux et filières de soins d'Etat. D’autre part, une forme de mobilité désignée comme étant du « tourisme médical » s'étend à plusieurs continents. Certains pays développent ainsi une économie où l'offre de soins devient l'un des arguments touristiques majeurs. La déterritorialisation-reterritorialisation des espaces de santé pourra ainsi faire l'objet d'analyses innovantes. 

Session de Dakar. 

La thématique spécifique de ce colloque, et les limites économiques et parfois politiques que rencontrent les chercheurs du Sud pour participer à des colloques au Nord, nous ont conduits à organiser une session à Dakar. Cette session d’une seule journée permettra à quelques chercheurs du Sud, dont la proposition aura été retenue par le comité scientifique du colloque, d’y présenter leurs communications. Enregistrée, la session sera accessible ultérieurement sur le site web d’AMADES (amades.hypotheses.org) et sur celui du LISST (w3.lisst.univ-tlse2.fr/), tout comme cela sera le cas pour la majorité des conférences présentées au site principal du colloque à Toulouse. Les chercheurs du Sud devront choisir s'ils veulent se rendre pour trois jours à Toulouse ou pour une journée à Dakar.

Luxembourg les 26 et 27 mars 2009.

L'objet de ce colloque est de savoir dans quelle mesure les articulations entre déplacements routiniers et stratégies résidentielles constituent une ressource mobilisée par les individus pour assurer la faisabilité et la pérennité de leur programme d’activités. En d’autres termes, comment les comportements individuels peuvent-ils faire émerger de nouveaux modes d’habiter ? Trois axes de réflexion sont proposés : mobilités et évolution des structures familiales ; mobilités, ressources techniques et modes de vie ; mobilités, formes urbaines et inégalités sociales.

Le 9e colloque du groupe de travail « Mobilités Spatiales et Fluidité Sociale » (GT23) de l’Association Internationale des Sociologues de Langue Française (AISLF) se tiendra à Luxembourg les 26 et 27 mars 2009. Ce colloque est envisagé comme une rencontre interdisciplinaire visant à faire dialoguer sociologues, géographes, démographes, psychologues, économistes, aménageurs, ainsi que les divers acteurs territoriaux concernés par cette thématique.

La transition urbaine avait marqué l’avènement et l’hégémonie de la ville motorisée aux dépens des autres modes de transport. Les évolutions récentes, tant du contexte économique que des pratiques sociales, et leurs conséquences environnementales mettent aujourd’hui en doute la durabilité de ces systèmes métropolitains étalés qui combinent une mosaïque d’espaces socialement ségrégés, fonctionnellement spécialisés, où dominent les déplacements automobiles.

Résidant dans ces espaces éclatés, l’individu, face à son programme d’activités, éprouve alors un dilemme grandissant entre, d’une part, des logements de plus en plus chers, l’entraînant souvent à s’établir loin des zones de centralité et, d’autre part, des coûts de transport dont l’augmentation récente ne devrait pas se démentir dans les prochaines décennies. De ce fait, les arbitrages entre mobilité quotidienne et mobilité résidentielle entrent désormais dans une zone d’incertitude. En effet, alors que, pendant des années, l’homo-mobilus a trouvé dans l’automobile la prothèse idéale de sa mobilité généralisée, son utilisation s’avère aujourd’hui de moins en moins satisfaisante (plafonnement des vitesses, congestion urbaine), voire culpabilisante (nuisances environnementales), et, dans tous les cas, de plus en plus onéreuse. Les espaces de vie des individus, notamment des périurbains, se trouvent ainsi de plus en plus sous tensions, ce qui suppose l’élaboration de stratégies d’adaptation, notamment comportementales, dont les modalités ne sont pas encore bien identifiées. Doit-on s’attendre à un retour à la ville ? À une réduction du nombre d’activités ou à une substitution des déplacements par les Nouvelles Technologies de l’Information et de la Communication (NTIC) ? À un report modal ? Ou encore, à défaut d’adaptation, à un renforcement des inégalités socio-spatiales ?

Ce colloque se focalise donc sur les interactions entre mobilité quotidienne et mobilité résidentielle. La question est de savoir dans quelle mesure les articulations entre déplacements routiniers et stratégies résidentielles constituent une ressource mobilisée par les individus pour assurer la faisabilité et la pérennité de leur programme d’activités. En d’autres termes, comment les comportements individuels peuvent-ils faire émerger de nouveaux modes d’habiter ?

Concrètement, pour éclairer les tensions et les arbitrages évoqués, trois angles d’approche sont proposés :

Mobilités et évolution des structures familiales :

Aujourd’hui, les doubles résidences, les décohabitations tardives, les familles monoparentales, les familles recomposées, voire les gardes d’enfants partagées, façonnent un nouveau paysage sociodémographique. Alors que la forme traditionnelle du « ménage-logement » avait comme lieu structurant principal un domicile unique, on peut se demander dans quelle mesure l’émergence de nouveaux types de ménages génère des stratégies résidentielles et de mobilité quotidienne plus complexes. Par exemple, comment concilier les activités des enfants vivant alternativement dans deux logements et quelle est l’influence de ces situations familiales sur les stratégies résidentielles ? Dans quelle mesure le développement des bi-résidences (hebdomadaires, mensuelles…) constitue-t-il une réponse aux tensions actuelles du logement et du transport, quelle en est l’incidence sur les programmes d’activités familiaux ? Compte tenu des contraintes qui pèsent actuellement sur la vie professionnelle, n'observe-t-on pas une tendance à se rapprocher du domicile des parents auxquels on « confie » certaines mobilités (chercher les enfants à l'école...), ou alors, à un certain éloignement entre les générations ?

Mobilités, ressources techniques et modes de vie :

Les études sur les relations entre NTIC et mobilité suggèrent qu’à défaut de substitution, ces dernières génèrent plutôt de la complémentarité, voire stimulent les déplacements quotidiens, témoignant ainsi de l’importance donnée à la coprésence. Pour autant, les ressources techniques (NTIC ou autres) n’en sont pas moins un outil puissant qui fait désormais partie intégrante des modes de vie. On peut alors se demander dans quelle mesure ces outils ont favorisé l’émergence de nouveaux modes d’habiter. Par exemple, les nouvelles technologies ont-elles facilité le développement des bi-résidences ou des pendularités de longue distance, en permettant de garder un contact à distance avec sa famille ou son employeur ? Par ailleurs, les services à la personne (informels ou institutionnels) se substituent-ils à la mobilité quotidienne (vente par correspondance…), voire résidentielle (maintien à domicile des personnes âgées…) ?

Mobilités, formes urbaines et inégalités sociales :

La conjonction de prix immobiliers très élevés et de coût du transport en nette augmentation contrarie la logique du développement périurbain. Dans ce contexte d’inégalités d’accès à la ville, quel choix résidentiel est laissé aux ménages (les plus) modestes ? En quoi ces évolutions génèrent, renforcent ou dissipent les ségrégations sociales ou la spécialisation fonctionnelle dans l'espace ? Comment concilier la hausse des coûts énergétiques et les besoins de déplacement ? La hausse du prix de l’essence aura-t-elle plus d’impact que les discours environnementaux sur les représentations de l’automobile et les pratiques modales ? Confrontés à ces nouveaux modes d’habiter, comment et avec quels outils les politiques d’urbanisme et d’aménagement peuvent-elles relever le défi d’une approche intégrée transport/logement pour répondre à la demande de mobilité ?

Le Sahara se caractérise par des processus d'urbanisation sans précédent. Ces processus s'inscrivent parfois dans une logique d'aménagement territorial impulsée par l'Etat, ou expriment une “urbanisation par le bas” qui traduit le dynamisme, comme la recomposition, des territoires sahariens et de leurs sociétés. Les villes sont ainsi devenues aujourd’hui le cadre de vie de référence de la majorité de la population saharienne et constituent les réels pôles structurants de la vie au désert. La permanence, et l'ancienneté, des établissements humains sahariens reposa historiquement sur un double équilibre, local du fait de l'adéquation avec l'environnement proche et plus global ensuite par l'existence d'un tissu de relations socio-économiques et culturelles inscrites spatialement au sein de réseaux multiples. 

L'urbanisation saharienne récente, corrélée à une croissance démographique majeure – mais variable suivant les régions concernées – comme au jeu des migrations, a engendré une remise en cause de ces équilibres, requalifiant, d’une part, les rapports de l'Homme à son milieu et, d’autre part, les interactions sociales fondatrices du peuplement saharien, comme la relation des États-Nations à leurs territoires sahariens respectifs. L’ensemble de ces transformations a généré des situations extrêmement différenciées suivant les régions sahariennes observées. Cependant, un certain nombre de considérations et de problématiques communes s’imposent avec force tant dans la réalité de l’évolution des territoires sahariens urbains comme ruraux, que dans le champ de la recherche scientifique actuelle. Immigrant Image Archive - Chamber for Immigrant Visual Studies

Chamber for Immigrant Visual Studies was established in Copenhagen 2007 as an independent, non-profit art project focusing on the visual aspects of immigration. The archive collects, preserves, and provides photographs and video films about immigrants in Denmark. The aim is to build a national, visual documentation centre for the immigration to Denmark in the period from 1950 and till today. The archive solely contains images with relation to immigration taken by the immigrants themselves. CFP: Migration, Christianity and identity-construction (19th and 20th centuries)

Recent decades have seen a renewed historiographic interest in migration. In order to give a fuller account of the complexity of this phenomenon, the classical institutional and socio-economic analytic framework is being increasingly broadened through the use of other explicatory variables such as cultural value-patterns, group dynamics, forms of (shared) self-understanding and - more in general - different lifestyles. In this way researchers aim to assess the processes through which migrants have 'accommodated' the legacy of their original milieu to the requirements of their new surroundings, and thus have given meaning to their new life-paths.

Seen from this perspective, questions pertaining to the interaction between religion and migration become particularly pertinent, especially when the question of identity-construction takes a central place. Religion seems to fulfil an important role in many identification processes by means of which migrants give meaning to their new surroundings - processes in confrontation/synergy with the new milieu in which they are establishing themselves (which resulted often in strong mosaic identities). Given the present common view in which recent migration is often represented as a 'problem', it has been all too easy to assume - often with reference to a bygone, largely homogeneous Christian area - that the integration of intra-European migrations (19th century - years 1950) took place largely without problems. Drawing on a context-sensitive analysis, however, historians have now established that these migrants often stubbornly clung to (or were encouraged to cling to) the religious and cultural frames of reference from their country of origin. 

With the */Migration, Christianity and Identity-construction/* workshop, in the framework of /Culture, Religion, Otherness. Flemish/Belgian migrants in Northern France and Paris (1850-1960)/, a project of the Research Foundation - Flanders, attention will be paid to the many aspects of the interaction between Christianity and migration in Western Europe. Here the focus will be on the old (mainly Christian) intra-European migration flows. *_1._* Space will be allotted to contributions that offer insight into _the role of religion in the identification processes_ themselves. What did this role mean in concrete terms for the newcomer? And for those who followed? To what extent was religion a concrete help in the construction of a new life in a foreign country? To what extent was religion a source of tension, both within the migrant community and in relation to the /others/? And what was the relation between religious identification and other identifications (nationality, gender, family, neighbourhood, social-economic position...)? What was the role of such identification in the daily network and life of the immigrant? *_2._* An unmistakable part of the interaction between Christianity and migration is the _translocal/transnational religious framework_ that was set up by the countries of origin for migrants in the various establishment-structures in Western Europe. Different denominations actively worked for a wide range of nationalities. To what extent were these organisations an obstructive or facilitating factor for integration/assimilation? What relation did these initiatives have to the host country and to the country of origin? Were they considered inimical or favourable by migrants, the host population, the different levels of government, the competing or related denominations? What unifying (and protective) strategies did denominations develop in the interest of the immigrants? What were the actual objectives and how did these relate to the actual results? What can we learn from the impact on the second or third generation? *_3._* The workshop will also offer an opportunity for contributions that focus on the _self-image and the self-understanding of migrants_, based on ego-sources (diaries, correspondence, autobiographies, oral history, ...).

Appel à participation : Le Maghreb et les mouvements migratoires du XVIe siècle à nos jours

Carrefour d’influences diverses, le Maghreb hérite aujourd’hui d’une longue tradition de terre de migrations et de transit. Depuis le XVIe s., pour ne remonter qu’au début de l’époque moderne, et à la faveur d’une conjoncture marquée tour à tour par la conquête ottomane, l’expulsion des morisques d’Espagne, l’émigration de populations européennes, la colonisation et la décolonisation, le Maghreb a accueilli et intégré différentes communautés d’Orient et d’Occident. Loin de s’arrêter, les flux migratoires s’adaptent continuellement aux fermetures progressives des frontières de l’Europe. Ils opèrent actuellement suivant des pratiques nouvelles et des stratégies plus appropriées. Aussi, pris en étau entre une Europe qui se verrouille et une Afrique en pleine mobilité, les pays maghrébins se trouvent- ils intégrés – bon gré, malgré – dans une dynamique de globalisation dont les conséquences positives n’ont d’égal que les effets pervers (émigration clandestine avec son lot de tragédies humaines).

La complexité des parcours migratoires d’hier à aujourd’hui a fait certes, l’objet de maints travaux. Ce colloque essaiera de faire le point en suscitant un débat pluridisciplinaire qui situerait le phénomène des mouvements migratoires dans la longue durée et qui dépasserait la notion, devenue classique, d’immigration / intégration, pour prendre plus en considération le paradigme de mobilité humaine (situation d’errance, espaces de déplacements, etc.)

Thursday 3rd September – Saturday 5th September 2009 | University of Portsmouth

In 2009, the ASMCF annual conference will take place at the University of Portsmouth on the theme of ‘‘France and the Mediterranean: representations, policy, transnationalism’. This three-day conference will seek to reassess, explore and compare the multiple dimensions linking and/ or opposing modern and contemporary France with its Mediterranean neighbours both today. Amongst the themes to be considered will be: • the growing salience of post-colonial issues both in France and in North Africa • the reassessment of French diplomacy in the Middle East • the launch of the Union pour la Méditerranée in July 2008 • the renewed interest in the problematic Latin identity of France in a European and global context • French trade strategies towards its Mediterranean partners • the cultural heritage of France in and from the Mediterranean • transnational links between political parties across the Mediterranean area.

In line with the interdisciplinary approach privileged by the ASMCF, the organisers will welcome papers from disciplines such as international relations, history, politics, economics, sociology, anthropology, religious, gender, literary, cultural, film and media studies. Papers with a comparative or transnational perspective are particularly welcome. The conference will also bring together researchers working in the field of French studies with their counterparts in Italian, Spanish, Portuguese, South-East European, Middle Eastern or North African studies (the list, of course, is not exhaustive). International conference: Ten years of the Guiding Principles on Internal Displacement

Ten years ago the United Nations issued the Guiding Principles on Internal Displacement. The anniversary will be marked at a high-level conference in Oslo this week, entitled “Ten Years of Guiding Principles on Internal Displacement – Achievements and Future Challenges”.

Protection of internally displaced persons (IDPs) is on the agenda when over 120 representatives from governments, the United Nations and civil society come together in Oslo on 16 and 17 October. Keynote speakers are the UN High Commissioner for Refugees, António Guterres; Under Secretary-General for Humanitarian Affairs and Emergency Relief Coordinator, John Holmes; and the Representative of the UN Secretary- General on the Human Rights of Internally Displaced Persons, Walter Kälin. Government representatives from for example Uganda, Georgia and Mozambique will share their experiences from work with IDPs in their countries.

The Guiding Principles on Internal Displacement were presented to the UN Human Rights Commission in 1998, to underscore the rights of this group who are not protected under the Refugee Convention. In the ensuing decade a growing number of governments have developed laws and policies on internal displacement based on the Guiding Principles. Still, internal displacement is on the rise; today 26 million people are displaced within the borders of their country due to armed conflict and human rights abuses. That constitutes two thirds of the world’s displaced. Daily, their rights are violated and great efforts remain before laws and policies have a real impact on the situation.

The conference is hosted by the Norwegian Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the Norwegian Refugee Council and the Representative of the UN Secretary- General on the Human Rights of Internally Displaced Persons/Brookings Institution.

CFP – Forced Migration and Shifting Borders

The 2nd Annual Conference of the Canadian Association for Refugee and Forced Migration Studies (CARFMS)

University of Ottawa, June 1-3, 2009

This conference brings together academics, activists, NGOs, policy makers, government representatives, and forced migrants themselves from a wide array of disciplinary and regional backgrounds in order to discuss diverse issues related to forced migration within and across borders. We invite participants from a range of perspectives to engage 

in a series of interdisciplinary dialogues in order to explore, debate and understand the varied aspects of forced migration. The conference will feature keynote and plenary speeches from leading figures in the field while panels will explore a number of sub-themes and important issues outlined below. We invite proposals for individual papers as well as organized panels structured around three broad sub-themes:

1) Forced Migration, Global Politics and the International Arena

2) Settlement, Security and Social Justice

3) Interdisciplinary Approaches to Forced Migration Research

Borders are featured prominently in the discussion and practice of migration: they exist as physical barriers and control points; they permeate our understanding of insiders and outsiders; they are implicit on the definitions of forced migrants and our perceptions about them. Governments are adopting “multiple borders” strategies where asylum-seekers and migrants generally experience “borders” not only at ports of entry, but also inside Canada (by virtue of being non-members) as well as outside Canada (through Canadian policies and allocation of resources overseas). The themes of this conference explore the experiences of (forced) migrants at those different locations; examine theoretical concerns about what it means to be an outsider when the “border” is conceived so flexibly and contemplate ways of overcoming these borders.

1) Forced Migration, Global Politics and the International Arena Current restrictive practices towards asylum-seekers and refugees raise a plethora of questions about politics in the area of forced migration; factors contributing to the plight of forced migrants; adequacy of current responses to refugee situations; and the nature of interaction between states, regional and international bodies in the area of refugee protection. What is the impact of state practices on forced migrant populations? How should interaction between states, non-governmental and international organizations be structured in order to ensure more adequate response to refugee situations?

2) Settlement, Security and Social Justice Conferral of refugee status is only one aspect of refugee protection. Meaningful protection includes not only a functioning refugee determination process, but also settlement and other supports which will help forced migrants build their lives in the host country. Issues of settlement and social justice raise questions about the treatment of asylum-seekers, refugees and migrants generally in communities – both in legal and social terms. This highlights the existence of borders not only from outside, but also from within. What are the roles of local communities in facilitating settlement and inclusion of migrants?

3) Interdisciplinary Approaches to Forced Migration Research Issues of forced migration are becoming increasingly complex; they require interdisciplinary analysis and innovative solutions. The location of the conference in Ottawa lends itself to an opportunity for promoting dialogue between researchers, policy-makers and NGO community. What should the relationship between different actors be?

Within these broad sub-themes we envision a range of papers and panels able to address a number of issues including: Labor migration and "illegality" | Resettlement, acculturation and social exclusion | Impacts of security concerns on laws and legal interpretations that define the rights of refugees and migrants | International impacts of refugee policies of the global north on forced migration worldwide | The gender, race and class implications of legal and policy frameworks regarding forced migration | Protracted conflict situations and trends in forced migration | Humanitarian aid, intervention and refugees | Development, displacement and forced migration | Safe Third Country Agreements and impacts on refugee populations | Security certificates, anti-trafficking provisions and surveillance and investigative powers of the state | Child refugees | Relationship between various actors (government, non-governmental organizations, academics) on issues of refugee protection.

New study highlights future maritime traffic flows in the Mediterranean

The Mediterranean Sea is amongst the world’s busiest waterways accounting for 15 per cent of global shipping activity by number of calls and 10 per cent by vessel deadweight tonnes (DWT), says new study. Overall vessel activity within the Mediterranean has been rising steadily over the past 10 years and is projected to increase by a further 18 per cent over the next 10 years. Transits through the Mediterranean are expected to rise by 23 percent. Increases in vessel activity will be coupled with the deployment of ever larger vessels. Chemical tanker and container vessels will show the highest rates of growth in respect of port callings within the Mediterranean over the next ten years whilst increases in transits will be most pronounced in the product and crude tanker sector. Heritage in Asia: Converging Forces and Conflicting Values 

An International Conference, 08-10th January 2009 | Asia Research Institute, National University of Singapore.

Rapid economic and social change across Asia today means the region’s heritage is at once under threat and undergoing a revival as never before. Expanding infrastructures, increasing incomes, liberalizing economies and the lowering of borders, both physical and political, are all converging as powerful forces transforming Asia’s social, cultural and physical landscapes. But as the region’s societies look forward, there are competing forces that ensure they re-visit the past and the inherited. In recent years the idea of ‘heritage’ – both natural and cultural – has come to the fore across Asia, driven by a language of identity, tradition, revival, and sustainability. For some, heritage has become an effective means for protecting those landscapes, rituals, artifacts or traditional values endangered by rapid socio-economic change. For others, it has emerged as a valuable resource for achieving wider goals such as poverty alleviation, the legitimization of narratives of place and past, nation building or the cultural profiling of citizens. And yet for others, heritage protection is an obstacle inhibiting progress, national unification, or the shedding of unwanted memories. 

In a region of immensely uneven change - such that the pre-/industrial and post-industrial all co-exist to create simultaneous presents – major analytical challenges arise from the need to preserve, safeguard and restore in contexts where aspirations for modernization and development are powerful and legitimate forces. To date however, much of the analysis of heritage in Asia has relied upon inherited or borrowed conceptions, and assumptions about what should be valued and privileged. The legacies of colonialism, state-centric agendas, social inequality, and the uneasy management of pluralist populations all conspire to stifle open and innovative discussion. There is little doubt that over the coming decade the contestations surrounding heritage in Asia will continue to intensify, whereby converging forces and conflicting values are the norm.

Hosted in Singapore, Heritage in Asia: Converging Forces and Conflicting Values examines heritage in relation to the broader social, environmental and economic changes occurring across Asia today. Moving beyond sector specific analyses, we define heritage in holistic terms and include the natural and cultural, the tangible and intangible. We strongly welcome contributions which consider the validity of current heritage theory for understanding contemporary Asia, and where appropriate, offer new conceptual and analytical directions. We also encourage submissions from researchers who offer insights into the connections between heritage and social development, urban studies, post-conflict reconstruction, migration/diaspora, trans-national capitalism, human rights, or popular culture. But should reconstruction and revival merely be about the heritage resources themselves, or can heritage play a wider role in the re-constitution of traumatized communities and the reconstruction of livelihoods? Does the language of ‘commemoration’, so favored by the international community, merely result in the retention of localized hostilities or can memorials be used as a tool for reconciliation? reduction help curb the illicit trafficking of cultural antiquities? In what circumstances do initiatives to promote intangible heritage create gender specific economies? Potential themes include: Heritage, Tourism And Development | Theorizing the ‘Values’ of Heritage | Sustainability, Community, Participation: Concepts or Buzzwords?

Heritage and Diversity. In recent years cultural heritage has emerged as an effective tool for promoting a benign language of difference within and across communities. But how successfully do current heritage policies reflect the cultural, ethnic and religious diversities of Asia? Do UNESCO conventions on ‘intangible heritage’ promote pluralism or are they enabling states to further their agendas of culturally profiling their citizens? How will the consumption of the Other or the exotic by a fast growing Asian tourism market influence the socio-cultural topography of the region? Potential themes include: Ethnicity, Culture And Plurality | Heritage, Human Rights, And Indigenity | Empowering The ‘Bearers Of Culture’ | Heritage and Modernity. Modernity across Asia has destabilized previously accepted assumptions about ‘authenticity’ and the aesthetics of nature and culture. Do heritage frameworks conceived within the cultural traditions of ‘Western’ modernity remain valid for Asia today? In a region undergoing rapid industrialization, is industrial heritage a relevant category of social commemoration? Does a concern for the preservation of cultural heritage inhibit the shedding of the ‘post-colonial’? How should natural landscapes best be protected from ‘modern’ intrusions? What rights should communities living inside historic landscapes have towards development and ‘modernization’? Do new media technologies present new opportunities for interpreting the past? Potential themes include: The Modern/Postmodern: Towards Asian Centric Theories of Heritage | Simultaneous Presents And The Multiple Temporalities Of Place | Media, Popular Culture And Heritage.

‘Educating the cosmopolitan national: Negotiating memory and conflict in making democratic citizens’ – Call for papers

The negotiation of belonging, the designation of ‘insiders’ and ‘outsiders’, and the manipulation of citizenship and nationhood refract conflict and political struggles within states around the world. These practices emphasize the need to develop citizens who uphold ideals of democracy and nationhood, particularly in states that are negotiating histories of inequality, oppression and conflict. Education programs and policies provide one avenue through which government can directly affect citizenship formation and the evelopment of values, skills and dispositions associated with the ‘good’ citizen. However, the pedagogy of post-conflict nations is

difficult, as governments try to present narratives of national histories and character without inflaming (sometimes quite recent) conflicts. One strategy has been to promote a version of citizenship that negotiates cosmopolitan ideals and national histories. 

This session will examine the ways in which states seek to negotiate tensions between cosmopolitan citizenship and national histories in citizenship education programs. It asks: How do governments and elites attempt to overcome histories of conflict in re-building nations? How are policies of nation-building and citizenship-making negotiated and transformed in their implementation? What happens when these policies seem to limit the possibilities for reconciliation by glossing over historical “truths”? What happens when national policies are deemed inappropriate to the local context in which they are implemented?

Les Trobades de la Mediterrània 

Trobada Anual d’Empreses i Xarxes Professionals 

Aconseguir la integració de l’espai euromediterrani, un repte cabdal per al món en el segle XXI, depèn del desenvolupament de factors tant de caire polític com econòmic. Ara cal enfortir la cooperació econòmica entre Europa i els països del sud de la Mediterrània, ja en curs en el marc del Procés de Barcelona. Els grups de treball internacionals constituïts fa un any presentaran a debat els seus projectes. Durant les Trobades de la Mediterrània, les empreses debatran, enriquiran i validaran els treballs destinats a nodrir les propostes que, en el marc d’«El Procés de Barcelona: Unió per a la Mediterrània», es presentaran als caps d’estat d’Europa i del sud de la Mediterrània el 13 de juliol de 2008 a París. 

Els organitzadors han decidit atorgar un lloc destacat als següents quatre temes clau: espai financer, agricultura, aigua i energia. 

Els debats es basaran en la síntesi del col•loqui geoestratègic del comitè de consellers polítics de l’IPEMed reunit a París l’abril de 2008, que es va dur a terme sota el títol: «La Mediterrània davant els reptes geopolítics del segle XXI: una regió nord-sud comuna, laboratori d’internacionalització assolida». L’IEMed va estar representat en la persona del seu Director General.

Euromed Migration II: Opening Conference

More than 76 participants from both MEDA and EU countries attended the Opening Conference of the Euromed Migration II project. This new regional project will strengthen EU cooperation with its Mediterranean partners on migration issues and reinforce partners' capabilities. Cooperation will cover issues such as: mechanisms to support legal immigration opportunities, the fight against human trafficking and illegal immigration and the correlation between migration and development. Four working groups will formulate recommendations respectively on regulatory convergence (adaptation of immigration law), employment markets, fight against illegal immigration, and money transfers from migrants. Additionally, there will be around 40 training seminars and 10 study visits organised in the framework of the project. The results will be presented during the three planned regional conferences.

The Opening Conference was an opportunity to present the topics that will be developed by the different working groups. A provisional calendar was drawn up. The next two working group sessions will be held in Luxembourg on 17-19 June 2008 on "Migration and Remittances in the Euro Mediterranean Region" and in Morocco on "Labour Migration" on 14-15 July 2008.

WOMEN AND MIGRATION: ART, POLITICS AND POLICY - An AHRC ‘Making the Connections’ Regional Network Workshop

The ninth event in the Making Connections: arts, migration and diaspora series will be held in The Business School, Loughborough University, on Friday 20th June 2008, during Refugee Week.

This workshop focuses upon ‘women and migration’ within the broader context of the asylum-migration nexus and the relationship between women’s experiences as asylum seekers, refugees, or migrants and questions of culture, law, citizenship, and politics. What is clear from the available research and media representations is that women lack a voice, and that overall the voices of migrants are usually mediated by others (journalists, advocacy groups, researchers); and that women face many barriers including a gender biased asylum system. Speakers from a variety of sectors (arts, social policy, media and law) will focus on outlining the important role that the arts, social policy, citizenship, the law, and the media have in ensuring women migrants have a voice. Speakers include Marsha Meskimmon (women and art); Usha Sood (women and the law); Hildegard Dumper (research on women’s experiences of the asylum-migration nexus), and Ruth Lister (women, poverty and citizenship). Presentations and workshops will be led by a range of organisations including the Nottingham African Women’s Empowerment Forum (NAWEF), the National Institute for Access to Continuing Education (NIACE), The Long Journey Home, Nottingham Trent University and Paragon Law. There will be an opportunity for all delegates to engage in discussion, and explore how the issues raised can be taken forward practically through the creation of a Manifesto for the region on ‘What Women Want’. CALL FOR PAPERS - India and the Indian Diasporic Imagination

The 19th century witnessed large-scale migration from India to various parts of the world. Indentured labourers were recruited to work in the Caribbean between 1838 and 1917 (particularly Guyana, Surinam and Trinidad as well as Jamaica, Guadeloupe, Martinique), Fiji, Mauritius (as early as 1834), South Africa and a few other plantation colonies. Over one million Indians sold themselves into bondage before the system was made illegal in 1917. Other migrants from the Indian sub- continent later worked in East Africa, to work on the railways and in other industries, going to Kenya, Uganda, Tanzania. The descendents of these peoples, who have gone to Europe, North America and Australia since the Second World War, now constitute a substantial and fascinatingly diverse diaspora.

Representations of their notions of “Mother India” have been crucial to the shaping of identity among many of these diasporic peoples. As the stature of India as a potential world power has grown in the last ten years, there seems to be a resurgence of interest in India, which has contributed to enhanced self-esteem in these communities. Far from emphasizing the question of origin, the papers will focus on the interaction between Indians in India and those in the diaspora. If diasporic Indians have been transforming the countries they have been living in, it is legitimate to ask how India itself is being transformed by its peoples in the diaspora. The privileging of 

categories such as ‘non-resident Indians’ or ‘persons of Indian Origin’ by India enhances this line of enquiry.

In recent years outstanding works of the creative imagination, based on these diverse communities have emerged, in conjunction with an impressive body of scholarship. Yet, no major international, multidisciplinary and bilingual conference has sought to tap into this 

rich reservoir of learning. This conference seeks to redress this shortcoming.

This is a call for papers which explore all aspects of the Indian diasporic experience and its representations. Contributors are invited 

to participate in a conference that addresses the following areas: Cinema, Culture, Economics, History, Music and Dance, Photography, 

Religion, Sports, Women’s Studies. Literature and Comparative Literature will, of course, be prominent, and particular attention 

will be devoted to writers of Indian origin writing in English (one can think among others of Meena Alexander, Cyril Dabydeen, David 

Dabydeen, Mahadai Das, Anita Desai, Amitav Ghosh, Romesh Gunesekera, Ismith Kahn, Peter Kempadoo, Oonya Kempadoo, HS Ladoo, Jumpha Lahiri, Leelawatee Manoo-Rahming, Rohinton Mistry, Rooplall Monar, Shani Mootoo, Bharati Mukherjee, Lakshmi Persaud, Sasenarine Persaud, Vikram Seth, Ryhaan Shah, Rajkumari Singh, MG Vassanji…), or in French (Khal Torabully, Ananda Devi…). For the cinema, one can think of Mira Nair, Deepa Mehta, Sandhya Suri, among others. English will be the language of the conference (except for the papers about works in French).

Call for Papers: Migration, sovereignty and agency - forthcoming Special Issue of The Journal of Intervention and Statebuilding

We would like to invite papers on the theme of migration, sovereignty and agency for a forthcoming Special Issue of The Journal of Intervention and Statebuilding scheduled for publication in 2009.

Papers are welcome that raise questions related to concepts and practices of migration, sovereignty and agency in a variety of contexts and from a variety of perspectives. Articles should be submitted via email to Chris Gilligan (Aston University, UK) at: c.gilligan@aston.ac.uk to arrive by Thursday 21st of August 2008. Articles should have a 'Harvard-style' referencing system, and 7- 8,000 words in length (excluding notes and references, although notes should be kept to a minimum).

The suggestions which follow below provide a guide to the kinds of topics that we would consider for the conference and for publication.

Migration, sovereignty and agency

Firstly, we would like to encourage papers that deal with questions of sovereignty and agency in relation to the regulation of human movement. Human mobility has been subject to increasing controls in recent years, particularly migration to developed industrialised states. These processes raise a range of empirical, analytical, political and normative questions. For example, what contradictions emerge through such a process, and where can we locate agency? How does the state distinguish between migrants, and what are the consequences of such divisive practices? In what ways are historical patterns of domination extended or disrupted through the changing institutional organisation and changing practices of migration control?

Secondly, we would like to encourage papers that deal with questions about migration, sovereignty and agency in relation to trans- or post-nationalism. This theme can be approached in various ways: in terms of migration control; in terms of the production of deterritorialised spaces; and/or in terms of the development of transnational social movements. Questions arise here about the tensions between migratory processes and state regulations, about the reconfiguration of the state in a world of increased mobility, and about the challenges posed to state sovereignty by acts of migration. How does the sovereign state feature in such a process, and what are the key sites in which its regulatory powers are exercised? Do processes of emigration and immigration serve as transnational acts of resistance against the state? What new spaces and modes of political belonging emerge in a context of increased international mobility?

Thirdly, we would like to encourage papers that deal with questions of migration, sovereignty and agency in relation to states and development. In industrialising countries such as China and India migrant labour from rural areas into rapidly urbanizing areas is a significant social phenomenon. Flows of remittances from migrants in more developed countries to their families in less developed states have been touted as a significant and growing source of funds for development. On the other hand the demands in industrialised or post-industrial states for ‘managed migration’ have provoked concerns in the developing world regarding a ‘brain drain’ of skills from their societies. Are movements of people driven by market forces with little scope for conscious human intervention? Is the increasing significance of remittances an example of development ‘from below’, a way in which migrants are able to exercise agency beyond the controls of the state?

Fourthly, we would like to encourage papers that deal with questions of migration, sovereignty and agency in relation to violent political conflict and peace-building. Refugees and asylum-seekers are usually presented as victims of war, but can they be considered to be active agents who are ‘voting with their feet’ and removing their consent to be ruled by a state they oppose? Are displaced people used as a pretext for undermining the sovereignty of the state in the non-Western world, or does humanitarian intervention arise from genuine concern? Can this concern for the victims of war be reconciled with the increasing restriction of refugees and asylum-seekers in the very states which promote humanitarian intervention? Should peacekeeping forces be considered a form of migrant labour?

Migration and the Gender/Race Nexus: Methodologies, Epistemologies and Normative Commitments 

5 September 2008

Recent debates on migration and the (re)production of global inequalities have contributed significantly to the deconstruction of some social myths that plagued academic scholarship in the past. Commonplace perceptions of migrants as young and male have been challenged. It has been acknowledged that the interplay of various social factors in the decision of individuals to migrate affect the two genders in different ways. Gender roles and relations overdetermine who migrates and why, and the impacts the phenomenon has both on policy-making in the ‘host’ country and the newcomers. The academic feminisms of the 1980s and the 1990s were complemented by activist work; the two together contributed to a better understanding of how migration can cement traditional roles and inequalities - or even expose women to new dangers. At the same time, a new wave of feminist critique moved away from the myth of ‘victimisation’, suggesting that women are not passive recipients but active agents in migration processes. 

‘Colour’ and ethnicity (as well as a wilful conflation of the two) also matter, of course. ‘Race’ remains essential in the production of local, national and global hierarchies of cultural and political value, sanctioning and naturalising ideas of ‘second’ and ‘third’ class citizenships. Such changes in the political and academic arenas led to a better understanding of migration and settlement processes in different political, economic and cultural contexts, and according to factors such as gender, class, and, most importantly, race/ethnicity. Gendered and racialised migrations invite questions concerning citizenship rights and duties, the future and nature of ‘cosmopolitan identities’ and the battle for recognition of social and cultural ‘difference’ in receiving countries. Finally, they introduce questions of power, knowledge and relationality in the field of social research: how can these issues be addressed?

This symposium will explore methodological questions and epistemological challenges in migration research on the gender/race nexus. Suggested themes for discussion include: 

1. Research methods (interview sampling, structured/unstructured interviews, focus groups, auto/biographical narratives, archival research)

2. Methodological innovations in the field 

3. Questions of knowledge in research on gender/race and migration 

4. Emerging themes and theoretical approaches 

5. Normative commitments in research and the role of academic work in the making of alternative socio-political futures

CALL FOR PAPERS - States of Exception, Surveillance and Population Management: The Case of Israel/Palestine

Social science research and legal studies of surveillance in Western countries have been on the increase in the last couple of decades, in particular after the terrorist attacks of 9/11. There is, however, a dearth of comparative, empirical research that includes the Middle East. The purpose of this call for papers is to examine surveillance practices in Israel and the Occupied Palestinian Territories as a conflict zone. The case study provides an appropriate venue for examining surveillance and its associated technologies at several levels: (1) social sorting of population through discursive practices involving people counting and census construction; (2) spatial control, urban warfare, and territorial sovereignty; (3) geographic mobility; (4) use of technology in its various forms to manage people and violence in conflict situations; (5) discourses of state securitization, biopolitics, and states of exception that are deployed as means of surveillance; (6) role of the military-industrial-surveillance complex in promoting surveillance; (7) extent to which existing privacy and other related laws protect against intrusiveness by the state, private sector, and third-parties in the collection and dissemination of personal information; and (8) how the practice of social sorting in Israel/Palestine has influenced and in turn been influenced by global considerations related to the discourse on security and terrorism.

Focus of the Proposed Workshop

The proposed workshop will have three main foci: one, to situate studies of surveillance and population management in the context of theorizing about security and states of exception; second, to analyze the assemblages of surveillance techniques ranging from traditional forms of face-to-face contact to the use of various types of technologies in the gathering of personal information; finally, through a political economy perspective, to analyze state securitisation and the relationship between the military-industrial complex and the production of surveillance technologies. While twenty possible topics which address these foci are listed below, potential participants are encouraged to suggest for possible considerations other topics that fit within the overall framework of the workshop. 

Suggested Topics 

1. Theorizing states of exception and suspension of the law in conflict zones. Examples should include Israel/Palestine and other regions. 2. Use of maps and censuses as discursive surveillance tools in the construction of citizenship, identity boundaries, and borders. 3. The logic of biopolitics in Israel/Palestine as a case study or in comparison with other regions. 4. Colonialism and states of exception in the analysis of population management and surveillance in British colonial Palestine. 5. Face-to-face surveillance (role of informants and collaborators in pre- and post-1948 Israel/Palestine). 6. Surveillance as a prelude to Palestinian refugee exodus in 1948. 7. The checkpoint experience from the points of view of (a) the Palestinians and (b) Israeli soldiers. 8. The passport and the ID as markers of citizenship criteria. 9. Urban design, urban warfare and technologies of control. 10. The Israeli military-industrial-surveillance complex (a political economy approach). 11. Israel and other states of exception: surveillance in the securitisation of the state (role of military, police, and other security agencies). 12. Surveillance by the private sector (internet service providers, retail enterprises, commercial databases, etc.). 13. Use of CCTV (as for example in Jerusalem, on Road 6, or other public places in Israel and the OPT). 14. Profiling of individuals at crossing points. 15. The Wall a means of surveillance/security and a tool of land/border and population management. 16. The technological fix to counter surveillance and privacy protection: A critical assessment. 17. Citizen knowledge and awareness of surveillance/privacy laws and their impact on human rights, freedom of information, etc. 18. The extent to which Israeli policies of social sorting have influenced and been influenced by other conflict zones. 19. Analysis of social sorting and its impact on issues of social justice and human security. 20. Modes of resistance to surveillance techniques.

Workshop Sponsors and Venue

The workshop is part of The New Transparency: Surveillance and Social Sorting project that is funded by the Social Science and Humanities Research Council through its Major Collaborative Research Initiative. European Council approves the ‘Barcelona Process: Union for the Mediterranean’

The European Council has approved the principle of a Union for the Mediterranean which will include the Member States of the EU and the non-EU Mediterranean coastal states. In a statement annexed to their conclusions, the EU leaders invited the Commission ‘to present to the Council the necessary proposals for defining the modalities of what will be called "Barcelona Process: Union for the Mediterranean" with a view to a Summit which will take place in Paris on 13 July 2008.’

According to a Council press release, this initiative should deepen the existing Euro-Mediterranean Partnership between Member States and third countries in the Mediterranean basin (the so-called Barcelona Process). The renewed partnership, it says, will be financed by the funds currently set aside in the EU budget for support to partner states in the Mediterranean.

Abstract 

This plenary aims to examine mobilities as an object of anthropological study in a globalised world. The plenary welcomes ethnographic case studies where mobilities and immobilities are at play.

Today's world is on the move. People, ideas, images, information, objects, symbols and capitals circulate in complex material and virtual flows around the planet.

Sex and the sexual in the leisure environment: Overcoming the moral straightjacket - Call for papers 

Panel at the Royal Geographical Society (with IBG) Annual Conference, 27-29 August 2008, London

Researchers in leisure have tended to tread the conventional moral high ground; either avoiding discussion of morally questionable leisure activities or analysing them from a moral perspective. With specific reference to sex this has meant only a limited and rather biased understanding of the complexity of the role this activity/desire plays in the construction of the leisure experience and environment has been developed. This critique calls for the boundaries of research on sex in the leisure environment to move beyond morally defined analyse to fully understand the position and nature of sex in leisure. 

In addition to being studied in a limited manner, sex, in the leisure environment, has tended to be viewed by researchers in a way that does not do full justice to its diversity and complexity. Consequently, a further call is made for analysis of sex in the leisure environment that goes beyond just physical intercourse and encompasses all of the senses and diversity of the sexual instead.

Therefore, the papers in this session will explore the position of sex and the sexual in the leisure environment and how it aids construction of and is facilitated and influenced by the leisure environment in a constantly evolving manner that is potentially affected by issues of morality though not necessarily entirely bound by them.

'Commodities in evolution: historical change in different ages ofglobalisation, 1800-2000' - First Call for Papers

The workshop will explore the long-term evolution of commodities in the modern era, particularly from the perspectives of regions subjected to colonial rule in Africa, Asia, Latin America and the Caribbean. While commodity chains were a major factor in promoting interrelations between different parts of the world, this focus on the world outside Europe and North America is designed to question dominant periodisations of 'globalisation'. Even when not identified purely with near contemporary processes, many accounts still tend to privilege late nineteenth century economic convergence between the nation states of the North Atlantic as the most significant benchmark of a 'globalising' world. That modes and areas of production as well as patterns and places of consumption of commodities such as tea, coffee, tobacco, sugar and cochineal underwent radical transformation during this period is not indoubt. However, few accounts have focused on these changes over the longue duree, which would open up exciting possibilities of identifying, comparing and assessing the various mechanisms, both local and international, that historically produced the major shifts. This may also offer the promise of a more refined periodisation of 'globalisation', even though we need perhaps to bear in mind that commodities, like other interconnecting forces, were always uneven andlimited in their 'globalising' capacities and that they generated resistance, conflicts and inequalities as well as convergence. The workshop will critically explore the following propositions:* How significant were changes in political regimes (e.g. from colonialto postcolonial) in the evolution of commodity chains between 1800 and2000?* How far did the movement of commodities help bring about changes inthe technological and infrastructural environment?* What was the ecological and social impact (e.g. in terms of thedistribution of wealth) of export crops over the long term?* What factors promoted changes in the perception of, and demand for,particular commodities?* What promoted and how significant were changes in labour regimes?* Can local experiences and changing histories of commodities help ustowards a more refined periodisation of 'globalisation'?

‘iTREN 2030’ joining the dots

More than 45 experts from the European Commission, national governments, industry and the researcher community met in Brussels on 27 November 2007 for the iTREN-2030 project workshop. Among the questions they asked was how to predict the combined effects of EU-wide policies on energy, transport, economy and the environment.

Common concerns: transport, energy, economy and the environment“Launched in May 2007 as part of the Sixth Research Framework Programme, iTREN is developing tools to assess the impacts of policies in inter-related transport, energy and technology fields,” says Wolfgang Schade of Fraunhofer-Institut für System- und Innovationsforschung (ISI). “In particular, we are concentrating on areas such as the implications of alternative technologies and new energy carriers, and extending existing forecasting tools.”

Experts from Bulgaria, Portugal, the United Kingdom, and the Netherlands presented their current approaches to policy development in these inter-related fields, showing the wide variety of experience in integrated assessment that currently exists across the European Union.

Complex assessment Schade says the project will operate on different levels, taking into account varying levels of experience; countries which have already developed their own assessment capabilities will be able to use iTREN results to compare with their own analyses, while those with less developed procedures will be able to apply the methodologies directly – in particular for strategies to mitigate climate impacts.

The iTREN approach is based on extending four existing assessment tools: *TRANS-TOOLS – assessing transport networks *

TREMOVE – looking at the environmental effects of the transport sector * POLES – simulating long-term energy scenarios for different parts of the world * ASTRA –forecasting the long-term consequences of EU transport policies. Representatives from the automotive industry expressed their interest in the results and are now committed to the project throughout its two-year lifespan, from 2007 to 2009.

Yesterday transport, today waste“Some stakeholders at the iTREN workshop expressed concern that the statistics used must be consistent,” says Schade. “At the moment there are differences between the Eurostat data used at an EU level and national statistics.” Another concern is that the model at present does not encompass ‘trend breaks’ due to factors such as high oil prices or technology breakthroughs.

The next iTREN workshop, planned for April 2008, will take a closer look at the assumptions made in the iTREN model, and at how to increase the project’s transparency.

Migrant diasporas and decentralized development - Call for papers

The links between migrant diasporas and development in 'sending countries' are complex and depend on a host of factors. Recent scholarship suggests that migration is a result of economic, political and social transformations, which, in turn, trigger changes in all these fields, in the countries of origin and residence. Many of the transformations determined by migrant diasporas may not be grasped through macroeconomic or development indicators at national level. The focus on significant local changes determined by migrant diasporas (including first, second or third generations of migrants) may provide valuable insights in regard to local, thus 'decentralised' development, induced through their action in the countries of (cultural) origin. The links between diasporas and development at local level may be assessed differently, depending on the indicators of development and methodologies employed. This conference will focus on the changes created due to the engagement (economic, political, cultural) of migrant diasporas in countries of origin at local level and innovative methodologies for exploring these transformations. We invite proposals on the following themes:- Activities of migrant associations and their impact;- Political, economic and cultural changes in countries of origin, determined by migrants;- Policies of temporary return and economic investment;- Transnational relationships (family, partnerships, etc.) and their effects. Contested and Constructed Spaces: battles over territory, identity, and resources

Call for papers for '4S' session at the European Assocition for the Study of Science and Technology, Rotterdam 2008

How space is used and invested with meaning has become a topic of great importance for a variety of fields (geography, history, philosophy, political science, urban studies, etc.), reflecting the current global need to explore new and effective ways of diffusing combative situations in cases of contested spaces which are arising at a greater pace with an increase in global immigration and migration. An examination of contested spaces can also turn our attention to post-colonial issues, the creation of identities, the role played by nation-states in the construction of boundaries and borders and the associated social beliefs that they effect. What this reveals is that these spaces concern more than mere physical boundaries and points on a map. In fact, research has shown that contested spaces may or may not concern boundaries that are administratively drawn up and administered. They can simply form based on social discourse and understanding which creates an ideological hierarchy that in turn gets exhibited spatially.

Often we think of contested spaces as having ties with the current influx in immigration and migration, but there are several locales where the contestation has been occurring over generations (e.g., Ireland, the Korean peninsula, the US/Mexico border). Though, with a growing number of multi-ethnic cities in which people from numerous backgrounds live in close proximity to one another, it is not surprising that conflict ensues. Is such tension and conflict inevitable, that is, is it merely part of our post-modern existence? Whatever one's answer to this may be, it must nonetheless address the fact that the dynamics of the question are played out in space. Consequently, the way that people interpret the space around them is a critical issue in our understanding of the current changes in several localities (Ireland, France, the US, Mexico, Korean peninsula, and so forth).

There are several ways to discuss the topic of contested spaces but I offer two in order to set some sort of framework on the direction that the session plans to take: first, to raise questions about the methods employed to diffuse, create, or reinforce contested spaces and, second, to provide insight into ways of creating safe, alternative spaces that allow for diversity.

Transport and Tourism Sustainable Futures

Tourism and Hospitality: Planning &Development - Special Issue - Call for papers 

Guest Editors: Leslie Lumsdon, University of Central Lancashire, UK; Paul Peeters, NHTV University of Applied Sciences Breda, the Netherlands

A review of the literature reveals that tourism is set to grow in the future and that this, in turn, will generate externalities which are both unacceptable to communities and equally unsustainable in terms of the planet’s survival (see for example Gössling and Hall, 2006). Regardless of technological mitigation or compensation schemes, the current scenario is one where tourism related energy use, greenhouse gas emissions and pollutants will grow at high rates as we seek to travel longer distances, more frequently and by the least sustainable modes (Peeters, Gössling and Becken, 2006). Where current average air transport consumption of Swedish people is 3400 km per year, avoiding ‘dangerous’ climate change would require emission reductions that allow for between 600 km and 1200 km for the average world citizen (Åkerman, 2005).

Therefore, there is greater need now than ever before for more research focusing on potential solutions to reduce tourist generated transport. This is especially the case with regard to modes of transport which impact heavily on the planet, namely air travel, the cruise ship sector and the private car. Furthermore a shift towards transport modes like rail and coach with far less environmentally damaging impacts is necessary to reduce the greenhouse gas emissions by up to 80%, without severely damaging the tourism sector. Peeters (2007: 23) argues that it is necessary to uncouple “the growth of tourism and the growth of passenger-kilometres by changing mobility trends towards shorter and more frequent trips to longer and less frequent ones…”. The issues might lie principally with a wide range of stakeholders at the supply side: destinations and suppliers such airlines, cruise ship lines, travel agencies and tour operators as well as national governments and municipalities. At the tourism demand side researchers are concerned to investigate the underlying causes of hypermobility. Here the focus has been on behavioural change and potential solutions such as personalised travel plans that might be put to good effect in relation to travel for leisure and tourism.

TOO MUCH, TOO YOUNG? THE EXPERIENCES OF ASYLUM SEEKING AND REFUGEE CHILDREN 

RGS-IBG Conference 27th-29th Aug 2008 ** 2nd Call for papers

The experiences of children and young people who claim asylum in the UK and other European countries have, over the past decade, raised particular issues for academics, policy makers and practitioners. Once protected from the worst aspects of asylum policy by virtue of their status as children, there is growing evidence that in the rush to prevent actual and perceived abuses of the asylum system, children and young people are routinely detained, refused access to the protection and services to which they are entitled under international and domestic legislation and liable to be removed to countries ordinarily considered ‘unsafe’. There is also evidence that the way in which the asylum process deals with children’s experiences of conflict reflects a particular conceptualization of ‘childhood’ and a series of assumptions about what it means to be a child in different geographical spaces. This session will focus on children’s experiences of the asylum system (and its associated structures and agencies) and on the processes by which children rebuild and reconstitute reconstituting their identities in the UK. This could include children’s’ experiences of school (and other statutory) services, children’s perceptions, understandings and memories of their home countries, children’s’ relationships with other children and with the wider ‘community’, and the ways in which asylum seeking and refugee children are represented in political discourse and the media. Contributors are particularly encouraged to consider the ways in which the experiences of this particular group of children and young people can be heard and made to matter in the current political and policy context.

Migtation and Everyday Matters: Sociality and Materiality 

Royal Geographical Society -Institute of British Geographers Annual Conference, London 2008, 27-29 August

The recent growth of interest in the everyday social practices and material cultures of mobility is arguably symptomatic of a wider shift within human geography towards the need to make sense of the way in which meta-narratives, such as globalisation and transnationalism, are produced through seemingly nondescript norms, values, objects and routines. This session on 'Migration and Everyday Matters' responds to calls for 'analternative conceptualization of migration which emphasizes its situatedness within everyday life' (Halfacree and Boyle, 1993), and an attentiveness to‘the mundane and situated efforts by which people make their lives across international borders’ (Conradson and Latham, 2005). Rather than being consigned simply as 'floating nomads', migrants need to be understood as making their lives in physical locations on a daily basis, just like those with more sedentary trajectories. We encourage contributions that explore:* The everyday forms of social experience through which migration unfolds asa way of life.* The material cultures that (re)produce forms of everyday living for migrants.* What the 'everyday' might mean when researching migration as well as theme thodological issues it presents. In this way, the session hopes to bring social and cultural geography’s prioritising of social experiences and material culture to bear on investigations of migrant experiences, especially in the everyday realm. It explores the potential of these approaches to produce new, richer understandings of what it means to be a ‘migrant’, suggests alternative ways to appreciate what matters to migrants and, therefore, what should matter to migration geographers. On assiste aujourd’hui un peu partout dans le monde au développement sans précédent d'une mobilité touristique impliquant des flux à la fois humains, techniques, financiers et culturels. Longtemps, les sciences sociales ont soit ignoré ce phénomène – notamment dans le milieu francophone –, soit l'ont cantonné à une dimension essentiellement ludique et occidentale. C'est à cette double lacune que sera consacré ce numéro thématique de Civilisations. Il s'agira d'une part de montrer les implications politiques et épistémologiques du tourisme, et d'autre part d'accorder davantage d'attention aux pratiques et aux représentations des touristes non occidentaux. 

Tourisme et anthropologie: enjeux méthodologiques et épistémologiques

Le tourisme s'accompagne de la généralisation de nouvelles formes de visualisation, de mise en scène et de consommation des différences culturelles. Les populations étudiées traditionnellement par les anthropologues sont engagées dans un processus de marchandisation d'elles-mêmes visant à les transformer en objet de désir, ce qui a d'importantes implications pour les conditions de l'enquête et le type de savoir produit par l'anthropologie. L'un des objectifs de ce numéro spécial sera précisément de cerner le caractère problématique de l'objet "tourisme" en anthropologie et d'en montrer les implications méthodologiques et épistémologiques. En quoi un ethnologue se différencie-t-il d'un touriste sur un terrain mondialisé ? Quelle pertinence attribuer aux questions d'authenticité et comment les traiter ? Comment le savoir ethnographique est-il utilisé par les touristes et par ceux qui en sont les hôtes ? 

Tourisme, Etat et Nation : enjeux politiques des mobilités de loisir

Le tourisme possède aussi de multiples dimensions politiques : il fait l'objet de procédures d'encadrement particulières de la part des Etats ; il alimente la construction de lieux et de réseaux culturels spécifiques ; il participe de la reformulation des grilles identitaires, des rapports à l’État, à la Nation, aux populations voisines, à l'histoire et au territoire. Historiquement, c'est le nationalisme qui a rendu le territoire attractif et qui en a permis la valorisation et la protection. En d'autres termes, ce ne sont pas la différence et l'extraordinaire qui ont créé les touristes mais leur contraire, le prolongement de l'appartenance et la perspective de prendre place dans des cultures nationales qui les attiraient (Franklin, 2004 : 298). Au travers de ce processus, le tourisme a permis la reproduction ou la modification de hiérarchies sociales, globales et locales. Il peut même être considéré comme un phénomène néo-colonial, la mobilité d'une fraction privilégiée de la population mondiale contrastant avec l'immobilité contrainte – ou les migrations forcées – de ceux qui ne peuvent prétendre être des touristes et/ou qui en sont les hôtes.

Les touristes non occidentaux : pratiques et représentations

En fin, les touristes non occidentaux sont aujourd'hui de plus en plus nombreux – souvent dans leurs propres pays (tourisme domestique ou national) à défaut de pouvoir l'être facilement dans les nôtres – mais restent encore relativement peu étudiés. Un renversement de perspective devrait mettre à jour moins des comportements différents que des désirs asymétriques et des productions idéologiques spécifiques aux cultures et aux nations concernées. Il montrera également que les dynamiques sociales du tourisme expriment, sous la forme d’un jeu de miroir, les inégalités économiques et les enjeux politiques de l’accès à la mobilité de loisir. Enfin, ce décentrement éclairera le caractère fondamentalement transnational de l'activité touristique, soit parce qu'elle souligne l'artificialité de frontières héritées de la colonisation, soit parce qu'elle participe à l'échelle globale de la reconfiguration des relations entre les pays du Sud et l'Occident.

Les articles pourront envisager ces phénomènes selon différents angles – géographiques, historiques sociologiques, anthropologiques. L’objectif général de ce numéro sera d’inscrire la question du tourisme à la fois dans une économie globale des signes et dans une anthropologie politique des formes de mobilités.

I International Symposium on Interculturality in the Mediterranean - Mobilities in a transcultural world: inmigrants, tourists and 'european' residents

The Mediterranean area has been historically shaped by the migration of people and groups, the production of different transnational identities, a variety of cultural and economic exchanges. Nowadays, along with the thousand of inmigrants in search of a better life, and the millions of tourists in search of the warmth of the Mediterranean sea and brightness, thousands of Northwestern European citizens move southward their homes in search of a better quality of life: the Mediterranean way of life.

The Costa Blanca is a paradigmatic example since it is one of the leading tourist destinations in the Mediterranean. It is also a laboral migrants from all over the world, reaching 40% of foreign population in more than 40 municipalities. Despite the strength of these numbers, the research and the knowledge about this cultural diversity only privileges the social and economic relationships between the local population and the labour inmigrants. Being, in most cases, a culturalist approach focused on traditions, rituals, festivals, music and food.

These new mobilities are brought together in territories that, as the Costa Blanca, are social realities determined by the daily practices of groups coming from different cultural and geographical backgrounds. However, the social dynamic of these coastal Mediterranean territories, strengthen during fifty years upon the arrival of both tourists and Northerwestern Europeans citizens, has configured a dense reality that requires interculturality to be approached in its whole extension and complexity. Thus it seems compulsory to consider the presence and the living together of the three big socio-cultural groups that condense the transcultural mobilities and that characterise our global world: tourists, inmigrants, and European residents, and their relation both among them and with the local population (whatever the meaning that the adjective local may acquire in this case).

Thus, it is urgent that scholars, researchers, public administrations and private institutions ease the exchange of ideas, as well as working and research proposal, with the sole objective of getting closer to a better comprehension of intercultural processes.

For this reason we want to bring together specialists from different countries to sit at a table and to talk about this social and cultural world. And this symposium is a very good first step.

Landscapes embody and are significantly shaped by the energy decisions of previous generations and our own. Before the onset of the industrial revolution, renewable energy was virtually the only type of energy available to humankind (e.g. fire, crops to feed draught and riding animals, sailing ships, watermills, windmills). Their relative importance in our ‘energy mix’ became almost negligible during the industrial age, but renewable energies are currently undergoing a renaissance. The ways in which sections of society interpret the diverse, diffuse and spatially heterogeneous impacts of (decentralized) renewable energies or contribute to these changes can be regarded as a re-composition of socio-technical links between energy generation and (territorial) identity. The idea underlying this session is that (changes in) the notion, practice and meaning of landscape can be studied through the ‘lens’ of energy developments, and vice versa. The planning and/or sitting processes for renewable energy developments create an opportunity to analyse the social (re)construction of landscape. The session aims to explore landscape-energy issues based on empirical, theoretical or synthetic contributions coming from various countries and disciplinary fields. They might deal with the development of renewable energies (e.g. wind power, biomass) or of more conventional types of energy generation and transmission (e.g. hydro, fossil fuel, nuclear, electricity grid networks), include landscape as a salient dimension and/or consider the ability of theoretical frameworks to capture the multi-dimensionality (i.e. relational, social, environmental, material, spatial, aesthetic) of the process of landscape construction.

"The Mobile City" is a two-day conference about locative & mobile technologies, urban culture and identity. The Mobile City brings academics, architects, urban professionals and media designers together to address the question: what happens to urban culture when physical and digital spaces merge? 

Keynote speakers are Stephen Graham, Tim Cresswell, Malcolm McCullough and Christian Nold.

Background: The physical, geographical city with its piazza’s, its neighbourhoods and crossings intersects with the ‘virtual space’ of electronic communication-, information- and observation-networks of GSM, GPS, CCTV, UMTS, WIFI, RFID, etc. At the same time, the domain of digital space is increasingly becoming physical, an “internet of things” is emerging. In recent years there have been important developments in both the conceptions of hospitality and its application to the analysis of social phenomena. Geographers (Dikeç, 2002; Barnett, 2005), philosophers (Derrida, 2000; Friese, 2004), sociologists and cultural theorists (Molz and Gibson, 2007) have begun using hospitality to understand the ethics and politics of mobility and global migration. In the meantime, management researchers who traditionally treated hospitality as a series of economic and organisational practices have begun to embrace social scientific conceptions of hospitality in their studies of its commercial provision (Lashley et al., 2007; Lugosi, 2007). There is increasing cross fertilisation of ideas between management researchers and geographers. Management academics are developing a geographical understanding of commercial operations (Di Domenico and Lynch, 2007; Lugosi, 2007) and geographers have begun to examine the how social and commercial forms of hospitality interact to transform urban communities and contribute to urban regeneration (Bell, 2007; Bell and Binnie, 2005). This session aims to build on this emerging body of work by encouraging dialogue between geographers, social scientists and those working in the management research community. We welcome any papers that help to develop a geographical understanding of hospitality, but we particularly welcome theoretical and empirical papers that explore:

· The role of hospitality in urban, suburban and rural cultures, including its positive and negative impacts

· The relationship between hospitality and urban regeneration

· The entanglement of social and commercial forms of hospitality

· How notions of hospitality can be used to understand social, organisational and spatial processes

Sexing Travel: Intimacy and Subjectivity in Women’s International Tourism

We are seeking ethnographically informed papers that focus on the multiple dimensions of women’s participation in sexual and intimate relationships with local men or women in international tourist destinations, to be included in an edited volume on transnational/cultural intimacy and sexual subjectivity in women’s travel. We are currently looking into various channels for publication, and are aiming for eight contributors.

Scholarship on ‘ethno-sexual relations’ (Nagel, 2003) between tourists and locals is growing and reflects, in our view, the expansion of sex tourism in late capitalism from a predominantly masculine terrain (tied into ideas around the modern subject) and historical practice to a global phenomenon that includes the gendered consumption practices of First World women shaped by some women’s increasing economic power and mobility. Most work to date draws almost exclusively upon a political-economic framework that refers to “female sex tourists” or “romance tourists”, whose parameters are defined by women’s similarity (or difference) to male sex tourists. As well as ustaining the male subject at the center of the conceptualization of female sex tourism, we feel these approaches ignore the complex sensorial and emotional dimensions of women’s inter-racial, transcultural sexual and intimate relationships with local people in largely Southern and Third World countries. They also miss the opportunity to comment on the role these encounters play in new subject formations and transnational relationships.

We encourage papers that open up the current narrow focus of debate and do not simply reproduce the argument that First World female tourists are exploiting their white feminine privilege by taking sex from young men on the beaches of the Gambia (or Barbados, Bali, Indonesia, etc) in exchange for money, goods or other less tangible benefits. We are particularly interested in papers with a strong empirical grounding, based on fieldwork and ethnographic methodology or historical approaches, that consider the diverse international tourist spaces and multifaceted contexts in which these relationships occur. We especially welcome papers that, as a collection, are multi-disciplinary (e.g. anthropology, geography, sociology, women’s and gender studies, cultural and media studies, tourist studies, history), examine a range of destinations and landscapes, and deal with a variety of nationalities and ethnicities. The Global Governance of Infectious Disease: Risk, Surveillance and Regulation

The entanglement of infectious diseases (of both humans and animals) with the material networks of the globalizing is a matter of increasing concern. Foot and Mouth Disease has shown that an animal disease can cause major disruption to the normal social and economic workings of a modern state. SARS showed the speed with which deadly disease could transcend national borders in a connected world. The threat of a new global flu pandemic, and the linking of this to avian influenza, has demonstrated that the boundaries that might be transgressed are more than just territorial. How should we understand, control or avoid the mobilities of such diseases on a global scale?

This symposium is targeted mainly at human geographers and social scientists in cognate areas of sociology, science studies, public health and politics. We will have participants from relevant policy or regulatory bodies, but aim to sketch a strategic and critical social science agenda that is not driven by immediate policy / applied concerns but which nevertheless can contribute to improved wellbeing. 

The cost of the event will be no more than: £150 for full-time, £100 for postgraduates. This will be a non-residential event, so you will need to find your own accommodation (a full list of options will be provided).

There will be three sequential sessions focusing on three types of site at which diseases are constructed as issues, problems and objects of knowledge in different ways, but with the themes of regulation, risk and surveillance running through all three. A central point of the symposium is to identify the things 'in-between' the various domains involved in disease, including those things which bridge the nonhuman/human divide.

Farmyard, Clinic and Lab 

This session will focus on the activities which occur at sites of direct interaction between disease and healthcare professionals, and the ways in local interactions connect with other scales. Comparison between human and animal medicine could provide useful insights in this area. Possible topics will include:

* Diagnosis and disease surveillance 

* Local knowledges 

* Organisation and knowledge exchange 

Models 

This session will focus on the way in which diseases are represented, simulated, predicted and anticipated through the use of statistical analysis, computer modelling, mapping and more basic field surveillance techniques. Increasingly advanced modelling techniques are at the heart of disease prevention and control, but in the words of statistician George Box "All models are wrong" so we need to put them into context. Possible topics will include:

* Fieldwork vs models 

* Data collection and coordination 

* Communication and controversy 

Institutions and Circulations 

This session will focus on the interaction of diseases and their representations with global political and economic structures, organizations and processes. The maintenance and dismantling of borders and bounded territories in the face of multiple flows and mobilities is a concern in many areas of strategic planning, policy making and regulation. When considering infectious diseases the following are possible topics:

* Transnational organizations 

* Trade and (making and unmaking) boundaries 

* Measures for global surveillance and intervention

Travel and Trauma: Suffering and the Journey. An Interdisciplinary Colloquium

Many travellers are Dark Tourists drawn to sites of devastation and destruction, suffering and trauma: Ground Zero, Kennedy's assassination site, battlefields, concentration camps, places associated with atrocities, and the like. Such 'thanatourism' has a long history it was arguably part of the appeal, for example, of Pompeii but it seems to be on the increase today, as history becomes more swiftly commodified and turned into spectacle. But how should we regard such journeys, and the travellers that make them? Are they important witnesses to human suffering, or just ghoulish voyeurs? Are they engaged in acts of atonement, or of exploitation? And how,

equally, should we regard the many travel writers who are drawn to recreate these sites, and the journeys to them, in writing not to mention the many readers who make their vicarious journeys through these texts? This colloquium is interested in all aspects of the 'dark' travel experience: the themes of suffering, and the representation or reenactment of suffering; the competing claims of reportage, collective memory, exploitation and voyeurism; the travel industry infrastructures that maintain and promote such 'thanatourism'; the rhetorical devices and narrative structures that characterise the writing of the 'dark travel' text. These are just

some of the topics that contributors might like to consider papers may approach the theme of human suffering as a point of focus or badge of honour for the traveller/tourist/travel writer from any disciplinary angle, and with reference to any historical period.

In World City (2007), Doreen Massey notes that lines run out from cities (trade routes, investments, political and cultural influences etc.), actions in cities have effects elsewhere, and ‘the global is locally produced’. She also notes that, on the one hand, spaces and places are increasingly the product of global flows, while, on the other, politics remains framed by a territorial imagination and structure. In view of this, she calls for the acknowledgement of ‘responsibility beyond place’, and the construction of ‘a politics of place beyond place’.

This session is inspired by Massey’s arguments. It also seeks to build on them in three ways. First, while Massey focuses on London, this session considers responsibility and politics as they relate to a variety of towns and cities. Second, while Massey focuses on the period since the early 1980s, this session considers examples of ‘a local politics that thinks beyond the local’ from the contemporary period but also from the history of municipal internationalism (see Saunier 2002). Third, while Massey focuses on the specific responsibilities that attach to both actors and the beneficiaries of actions, this session considers the roles of various modes of responsibility, and other factors too, in motivating ‘a more outward-looking politics of place’.

Papers are sought on the following topics: (i) The geographical imaginations that frame understandings of cities and their relationships with other places; (ii) The production of these geographical imaginations; (iii) The relationship between these geographical imaginations and action; (iv) The effects of towns and cities in the country and/or the world; (v) Examples of ‘a local politics that thinks beyond the local’ from the contemporary period (e.g. the Fairtrade Foundation’s Fairtrade Towns campaign – see Malpass et al 2007) and/or the history of municipal internationalism (e.g. the municipal foreign policy movement – see Kirby et al 1995); (vi) The various modes of responsibility and/or other factors that help to motivate ‘a more outward-looking politics of place’.

Migration and Everyday Matters: Sociality and Materiality 

Convenors: Madeleine Dobson and Elaine Ho (Royal Holloway) 

The recent growth of interest in the everyday social practices and materialcultures of mobility is arguably symptomatic of a wider shift within humangeography towards the need to make sense of the way in whichmeta-narratives, such as globalisation and transnationalism, are producedthrough seemingly nondescript norms, values, objects and routines. This session on ‘Migration and Everyday Matters’ responds to calls for ‘analternative conceptualization of migration which emphasizes its situatedness within everyday life’ (Halfacree and Boyle, 1993), and an attentiveness to‘the mundane and situated efforts by which people make their lives across international borders’ (Conradson and Latham, 2005). Rather than being consigned simply as ‘floating nomads’, migrants need to be understood as making their lives in physical locations on a daily basis, just like those with more sedentary trajectories. We encourage contributions that explore: (i) The everyday forms of social experience through which migration unfolds asa way of life; (ii) The material cultures that (re)produce forms of everyday living for migrants; (iii) What the ‘everyday’ might mean when researching migration as well as themethodological issues it presents. In this way, the session hopes to bring social and cultural geography’sprioritising of social experiences and material culture to bear oninvestigations of migrant experiences, especially in the everyday realm. Itexplores the potential of these approaches to produce new, richerunderstandings of what it means to be a ‘migrant’, suggests alternative waysto appreciate what matters to migrants and, therefore, what should matter tomigration geographers.

Roads less travelled: The culture of shared air, marine, and land mobility

CALL FOR PAPERS 

A series of important contributions to the international and interdisciplinary study of mobility over the past decade have shown the centrality of automobility in Western societies and cultures. Automobility stands as an icon of individualized freedom of movement, late modern lifestyle, reliance on transportation technology for daily living, as well as the advent and downward-spiralling of pollution, (sub)urbanization, and consumerism. The study of automobility also stands as an exception to the generalized paucity of knowledge on the cultures of other practices of mobility. In contrast, little do we know, for example, about the sociological, media-ecological, and anthropological significance of non-individual (hence, shared) land, air, and marine mobility. Acquiring additional knowledge about these forms of mobility seems necessary if we wish to comprehend the cultural meaningfulness of alternatives to the patently unsustainable dominant medium of transportation of the day, the car.

As fuel prices rise, as petrol becomes less easily available worldwide, and as the reflexive feeling of citizen responsibility for sustainable mobility grows, it behoves scholars to understand the symbolic significance of car-less lifestyles and countercultures of immobility. The proposed book will collect 12 original ethnographic studies written from a wide variety of social scientific fields and interdisciplinary social sciences. Submissions of proposals for papers dealing with the culture of marine mobility, air mobility, shared land mobility, and immobility are invited. Ideal proposals for ethnographic studies would look at the role played by the mentioned modes of mobility in the everyday life of individuals living in precise geographical contexts. Essays would focus on the logic, experience, and practice of alternative mobility and its shaping of the senses of space, time, identity, and community. Essay topics would include, but are not limited to, ferry-boat transportation, the culture of year-round sailboat travellers, the mobility options and movement practices of remote island communities, the experience of regional, national, and international airline travel, the practice of bush pilot air travel, train and subway commuting, urban bus transit, long-range coach travel, and also the experiences and lifestyle of immobile individuals--those who wish to "maroon" themselves within the confines of a unique space.

The Intercultural City: Planning For Diversity Advantage 

New book by Phil Wood and Charles Landry

In this new book, Phil Wood and Charles Landry ask ‘when will cities stop complaining about cultural diversity and start seeing it as one of their greatest assets and sources of advantage?’. Published to coincide with the 2008 European Year of Intercultural Dialogue, the book offers new techniques such as the intercultural lens aimed at helping professionals make the most of cross-cultural interaction and diversity advantage. Policymakers looking to drive forward such new priorities are offered indicators of openness and interculturalism to gauge how far they have come and what lies ahead. Drawing on effective policies the authors have looked at in various cities, they end the book with 10 steps to an intercultural city. Britain (and several other western nations) has had a policy of ‘multiculturalism’ under which those things that differentiate us became prominent, and people drifted towards parallel lives. More recently, perhaps in reaction to the terrorist threat, the talk is of security, cohesion and integration. The authors argue that neither approach is right for the long term, and that we need a society in which we not only live together but interact, co-operate and co-create. They call it The Intercultural City.

Many of the ideas and projects discussed in the book will also be at the centre of an international conference which is being planned by the authors to mark the European Year of Intercultural Dialogue in the UK. The Intercultural Cities Conference will be held on 1 & 2 May 2008 in Liverpool, the European Capital of Culture. Call for papes- Historical Sociology Special Issue - Imperial Plantations Past and Present 

Editors: Piya Chatterjee, Women’s Studies, University of California-Riverside, Monisha Das Gupta, Ethnic Studies and Women’s Studies, University of Hawai‘i at Manoa, Richard Cullen Rath, History, University of Hawai‘i at Manoa

In this special issue, we seek to stage an interdisciplinary conversation between the past and the present in order to engage the enduring logics of plantation systems. While keeping in mind that historical plantations have conditioned those of today, attention to contemporary plantation systems shows that the plantation is no artifact of old empires. We are looking for essays that engage plantations’ global reach, even when the object of study is as local as a particular plantation. We welcome submissions from all regions that have been profoundly changed by plantations including but not limited to eastern Africa, southern and southeastern Asia, the Americas, or plantation islands (whether in the Caribbean, the West African coast, the Indian Ocean, or the Pacific). 

We invite essays that think beyond area studies and nationalist frameworks. In this issue, we conceive of plantation economies and societies as bringing together multiple diasporas and staging encounters between indigenous people and immigrants. Of particular interest to us are papers that consider conquest from indigenous perspectives while marking land appropriation as necessary to the development of the plantation complex. Submissions might investigate the connections, disjunctures, and interplay among various racialized/ethnic groups as well as consumers and producers; multi-disciplinary approaches linking cultural processes such as diaspora and creolization; or the effects of supra-national structures like the World Bank and programs for structural adjustment on labor and commodity circuits. We would like to see the papers track shifts in labor regimes and consumption patterns over time rather than considering them in isolation. 

Millions of workers continue to labor within racialized, gendered, and sexual economies of the plantation from which the past is difficult to extricate. Essays might consider colonial, neo-colonial, and post-colonial plantations as carceral economies geared toward rendering labor predictable through everyday and extraordinary violence. We would like to foreground analyses that treat race and gender as intersecting systems of violence. We also seek papers that investigate how plantations carry ideologies such as race, caste, patriarchal gender roles, heteronormativity, or religion around the globe. What relations of power do plantations carry with them and how are they transformed in the process? 

We are looking for the ways that consumption simultaneously fetishizes and erases the laboring bodies who produce plantation commodities. What fantasies of consumerism erase the corporeality of the product consumed? How does capitalism both connect and isolate labor, plantation infrastructures, and consumers? By connecting cultures of mass consumerism to cultures of production, we seek to bridge the artificial divides of metropole and periphery, global and local. How do memory and memorialization -- for example in nostalgic recreations of plantations as tourist sites -- erase or minimize the realities of historic and present-day plantations? In sum, we want this special issue to trace how historical and contemporary plantations manifest the global circuits of labor, commodities, and consumption.

EuroMeSCo Research Workshop: "Democracy and Migration in the Euro-Mediterranean Area”

In the framework of its research programme 2006-2007, EuroMeSCo held a research workshop on "Democracy and Migration in the Euro-Mediterranean Area” on 27-28 September 2007 at Pembroke College in Cambridge. The aim of this seminar was to bring together some of the researchers involved in related EuroMeSCo projects, as well as a few external experts, to discuss the individual findings and facilitate cross-fertilisation.

The workshop was introduced by Dr. Tobias Schumacher (EuroMeSCo secretariat, Lisbon) who pointed out that the Euro-Mediterranean Partnership (EMP) and thus Euro-Mediterranean relations since 9/11, and even more so since the Madrid and London bombings in 2004 and 2005 respectively, have become exposed to an increasing degree of securitization, particularly in policy areas, such as immigration, asylum and border control. In a way, it seems, according to Schumacher, as if there existed a consensus among the political elite on both shores of the Mediterranean that the way terrorism is expressing itself nowadays, was considered to be a new phenomenon that can only be countered through the introduction of highly restrictive measures at the expense of civic liberties. Whereas this trend affects the rights of third-country nationals in particular, or third-country nationals with an Islamic background to be more precise, the securitization of Euro-Mediterranean relations and policies has resulted in a rather unforeseen revitalization of sorts of parts of the EMP’s hitherto rather dormant first basket. Schumacher argued that while the unresolved Israeli-Palestinian conflict, as well as the numerous conceptual flaws that are underpinning the first basket, precluded the latter from being implemented properly, the recent change of the security climate in the Euro-Mediterranean area contributed to a rapprochement between the EU, EU member states and their counterparts in the South and led to an intensified cooperation in the field of anti-terrorism legislation. According to Schumacher, this is reflected, for instance, by the adoption of a Euro-Mediterranean code of conduct on terrorism, and an informal

understanding that allows EU member states on the hand to externalize – and thus outsource – areas of migration control and on the other hand Arab Mediterranean regimes to give priority to stability over political liberalization and democratization, the latter of which is the ultimate normative objective of the EMP. In view of this, Schumacher remarked that it seems as if there were at least three dichotomies that needed to be addressed: 1.) how to combine security/securitization with processes of political liberalization?; 2.) how to fight terrorism and pursue the relevant measures without curtailing civic liberties and personal freedoms and violating human rights?; 3.) how to

relate the European Neighbourhood Policy’s alleged incentives that are supposed to be on offer in exchange for reform to the increasing tendency of EU member states to clamp down on immigration? These initial remarks paved the way for the first session, which was introduced by Francesca Galli (Cambridge University) and George Joffé (Centre of International Studies, Cambridge University). In their presentation on “The Legal and Political Implications of the Securitization of Counter-Terrorism Measures across the Mediterranean”, they pointed to an overreaction that was generated by the incidents of political violence, as mentioned above, and examined whether, and if so, to what extent, this had led to a securitization of both policies and legislation within the EU. With this in

view, they identified developments in European security policy, in terms of the Union´s declamatory policy and the construction of new security institutions, as well as the application of externalisation and intensive trans-governmentalism to security policy across the Mediterranean. They reviewed the latest developments in the security dialogue between the EU and the southern Mediterranean partners and touched upon the evolution of domestic security policies within France and the United Kingdom and the Maghreb. Galli and Joffé explained that while the events of 9/11 contributed to bringing the security discourses of the EU and North Africa closer together and a common, yet

highly simplified understanding of what constitutes the main security threats, i.e. political Islam, they emphasized that this did not bring about further agreement on how to tackle this and other alleged threats, and what practices need to be promoted in order to do so. In other words, as was remarked by the two speakers, the EU and its southern Mediterranean partners do not share a unified approach to radical Islamist groups, nor even towards the concept of transnational terrorism. Ironically, as European policy-makers claim to have a very clear understanding of the nature of the predominant security threats, they persist in considering that authoritarian governments and some co-opted secular opposition parties need to remain their privileged interlocutors. Unsurprisingly, this implies that hard security concerns (continue to) take precedence

over the development of democratic states and, as a consequence, the security situation in Europe´s southern neighbourhood remains precarious. In the subsequent discussion, there was a broad consensus among the participants that if the EU and thus the EMP´s first basket were to be ultimately successful, attempts at (re-)building security regimes should rebalance Justice and Home Affairs concerns with other essential elements of both the Union´s and the southern Mediterranean partner´s external policies, on the basis of international law and respect for human rights. Moreover, participants were reminded by Georgios Karyotis (University of Strathclyde) that the externalization of threats that is somewhat underpinning the actual securitization of the discourse started already before 9/11, and they agreed that it is increasingly difficult to reverse that trend, as it was considered to be highly ideologized. The second session, introduced by Galit Palzur (Hebrew University of Jerusalem), followed up on this debate, as it focused on “The Repercussions of 9/11 on the Asylum Policies of selected EU Member States towards Asylum-Seekers from the South”. In her presentation Palzur tried to established a correlation between variables, such as the influence of public opinion, the power of

interest groups, the overall economic situation in countries such as Germany, France and the United Kingdom, the relationship of the country in question with the US, and thus the degree to which these countries may be exposed to a terrorist attack, and how these factors would impact upon individual asylum policies. Based on this matrix, she argued that the events of 9/11 represented a turning point with respect to asylum policies especially in France and Germany although measures, such as the Debré Laws, the Chèvenement Laws and the “Sicherheitspaket I”, were introduced already ahead of the terrorist attacks in the US. Furthermore, she maintained that security concerns had increasingly shaped asylum policies particularly vis-à-vis Muslim asylum-seekers and pointed to the declining approval rate of asylum seekers in the countries under study. This sparked a debate over the feasibility of the applied variables, and there was widespread agreement that it is crucial to distinguish between refugees and migrants and to abandon the somewhat artificial and analytically problematic distinction between Muslim and non-Muslim asylum-seekers. In the third session, Xavier Aragall (IEMed, Barcelona) gave an overview of an ongoing EuroMeSCo project on “New Directions on National Immigration Policies: the Development of the External Dimension and its Linkage with the Euro-Mediterranean Partnership” and raised the question to what extent EMP states are externalizing their policies and which role the EMP plays in such a process. While Aragall argued that the Euro-Mediterranean framework should be utilized as

a system of arbitration of sorts with respect to the identification of commonly accepted solutions to shared problems in the field of migration, it was stressed by others that a higher degree of Europeanization may not imply a higher level of coherence with the southern Mediterranean partners. In this context, it was pointed out by some participants that the governmental elite of most of the southern Mediterranean partner countries do play a rather active role and implicitly provided the basis for the EU to externalise and adopt tighter security measures in the wake of 9/11, as many of the southern leaders had already anticipated the development of the current securitization discourse some years ago when they themselves pointed to the phenomenon of transnational violence.

In view of these presentations and comments, the participants reached the conclusion that the time has come to “deconstruct the constructed”, i.e. to de-securitize the current discourse that conceives of migrants both as potential threats to the stability and homogeneity of European (and southern Mediterranean) societies, and as potential terrorists. According to the participants, this must go hand in hand with a Euro-Mediterranean-wide debate about common security governance that is based upon the safeguarding of individual rights, greater accountability of governments and thus real transparency of security/counter-terrorism measures.

The 14th Nordic Migration Researcher Conference will be hosted by IMER/UiB at the University of Bergen. The theme for the Nordic Migration Researcher Conference points to issues of sovereignty, demarcation, distinction, exclusion and discrimination, but also to issues of transience, communication across distinction, and acceptance. Aspects of 'the global turn' and the Europeanization of Europe, not least as manifest in migration and migrant populations, have brought border and boundary issues to the forefront not only in social science and humanities scholarship, but also placed them with exceptional prominence on the political agenda. Panel Title: Paradoxes and Contradictions in EU Democracy Promotion Efforts in the Middle East

This panel brings together papers on key issues related to the field of EU democracy promotion in the Middle East which generally assumes or asserts a normative dimension. Papers will seek to explore these unchallenged assumptions and assertions which are of crucial importance in both the strategic and tactical pursuit of EU policy in this area and the perception of relevant social actors in the region itself. The main objective of this panel is to identify the self-understanding among EU policy actors of this normative driver of policy and how this understanding is received among actors in the Middle East region. Perceptions within the region of EU democracy promotion policies are undoubtedly negative across the board. Regimes ignore or resist them, liberal social actors question their sincerity and Islamist social actors perceive them to be a new form of colonialism with no credibility or legitimacy. This panel focuses in particular on the way such understandings and perceptions in the EU and the Middle East can be studied from various theoretically-informed and/or multidisciplinary perspectives.

Through its focus on the specific self-understanding of the normative dimensions of EU policy and how this understanding is interpreted by those who are the targets of its policy in the Middle East, this panel aims to bridge the gap between those studies which emphasise the prevalence of the EU's 'normativity' in its democracy promotion policies towards the Middle East and those which maintain that there are region-specific peculiarities for the lack of democratization in the region.

The main substantive focus of this panel is thus to explore the various ways in which International Relations and European Studies can foster an understanding of why the outcome of EU efforts at promoting democracy in the Middle East are inevitably poor and unproductive.

The promise of comfort is a key feature of consumer discourses around cars, although it is rarely given the status of the conventional marketing themes of style, performance and taste. Drawing on an analysis

High expectations and real impact in the periphery of Europe

Traditionally, the third sector, and particularly the hospitality industry, has been regarded as the silver bullet with which to achieve rapid access to prosperity in less developed communities. Many strategies and plans were

drafted in the past decades, either by national overnments or the regional and local authorities, which relied on tourism as the solution of choice, especially in the Mediterranean Sea area. Officials have gone to a great

length to invest public resources and promote their natural and cultural assets in order to attract the global traveler. More recently, the admission into the EU of the relatively poorer Central and East European states has created a new wave of enthusiasm, as most local and regional governments in these countries are frantically preparing tourist-friendly development strategies.

This is probably the right time to look back and learn a number of lessons from the past decades of "growth through tourism" in the periphery of Europe. MedBred invites you to reflect on the ups and downs of such experiences and propose tentative conclusions:

- What worked, what did not work, and why?

- Can one identify different types of tourism-promotion strategies, and if yes, what was their relative economic effect at the local or regional level?

- What impact has tourism, practiced over a long period of time, had on the local culture, urban structure, land use or environment?

- What does sustainability mean in the tourism industry?

- What was the role of local and regional authorities in planning tourism-related policies and was the regulation of development effective / beneficial in the South-European regions with tourist potential?

- Can one identify best practices and worst practices in this respect?

- What role, if any, has the EU regional policy played so far?

Description: Policy-making in and on the Maghreb region has always been a challenge. The region
 s history, characteristics and dynamics account for the place it occupies in international relations. Changing international contexts have often had an impact on the perceptions of 
 threats
 emanating from the region and accordingly on the strategies to address them. From economic liberalisation to democracy promotion, Western policies towards the Maghreb have, however, never surpassed their architects
 vested interests in the region. As a result, the polities of the Maghreb remain largely authoritarian, their societies distressed and their economies weak and undiversified.

This focus, however, can be said to be a distraction from more pertinent challenges facing the region and begs the question of how these will be addressed and what impact they are likely to have in the meantime. The proposed panel will address various themes regarding the international relations of the Maghreb, notably, Moroccan-Algerian relations and the question of Western Sahara, democracy and terrorism, US policy in the Maghreb, EU foreign and economic policy, Spanish and French relations with the region, issues of cross-conditionality and cross-socialisation and the role of the EU, the US and Russia in the region and the political economy of the Maghreb.

The panel welcomes theoretical and empirical approaches to these themes.

institutions, influence the practice of border crossing concerning women?

The workshop is based on the assumption that gender relations in the region around the Mediterranean are constantly negotiated at various levels: not solely national but also local and regional. 

This inter-disciplinary workshop will bring together researchers as well as practitioners and encourages submissions from the fields of political science, history, sociology, law, economics and anthropology. 

Submissions for papers addressing one (or several) of the above questions are welcomed from researchers who work on conceptual issues regarding gender, borders and memories, as well as area-studies specialists focusing on the Mediterranean as such or on South- and South Eastern Europe, the Balkans, Turkey, the Middle East and North Africa. 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Call for papers: The political geographies of the Mediterranean: conflicts and boundaries

Session in the Royal Geographical Society with the Institute of British Geographers Annual International Conference 2007 28th 
 31st August 2007, at the Royal Geographical Society with IBG, London.

Historically a source of cultural and economic dynamism, the circulation of people, objects, ideas and ways of life across the Mediterranean has taken a new edge with current global geopolitical and geo-economic processes. In the midst of greater connectivity and fluidity of exchanges and ongoing processes of de- and re-territorialization, the Mediterranean re-emerges as a hotspot for international conflicts. Analysts predict a deterioration of political stability in the region in the coming decades due to, inter alia, acute environmental degradation, scarcity of fossil fuels, and growing structural economic and demographic disjunctures between Europe, the Maghreb and sub-Saharan Africa. Political, cultural and environmental conflicts and instabilities often underpin processes of regionalisation and yet little is know about the relationship between the conflictive nature of the region and emerging socio-spatialities. 

This session explores the emerging Mediterranean socio-spatialities within the increasingly transnational, instable and unsustainable nature of social, political, economic and environmental life in the region. We welcome papers that go beyond predominant ways of conceiving social relations as occurring in self-enclosed territories (e.g. nation-state) and are sensitive to the complex and contingent processes of de- and re-territorialization, de- and re-scaling and continual openness and bordering of social, environmental, political and economic life (e.g. the EU, the Euro-Mediterranean Partnership, Euro-regions such as the Latin Arc) .
