· If you prefer to make your independent booking online, Guest Houses in the Polygon or Languard Road/Hill Lane area are to be preferred, and are a short taxi ride away from the venue.

Cost

· The cost, £22.00 per person, includes morning and afternoon coffee/tea and biscuits, and a buffet lunch with wine (includes vegetarian).  This represents a very small rise (£2) over last year’s conference, but is still substantially less than we would have had to pay if we had used the University.  Ho hum!
