Funding Opportunities and Consultations
Consultation: EU Roaming Regulation

As part of its commitment to the review the ‘Roaming Regulation’ with a view to extending it beyond 2010 the Commission has launched a public consultation. It seeks feedback from industry, consumers and other interested stakeholders on the general functioning and impact of the current Regulation as well as on specific issues such as: 
· inadvertent roaming (or involuntary roaming) when consumers use their mobile phone close to the border of a neighbouring country and are connected to a foreign network; 

· the effect of the Regulation on smaller operators and on domestic prices; 

· the issue of actual and billed minutes (e.g. whether there has been any detrimental trend away from "per second" to "per minute" billing as a result of the Regulation); 

· whether regulation is necessary for data roaming services and SMS in light of current retail prices and market developments; 

· the duration of the EU Roaming Regulation (until 30 June 2010 or beyond).

Health Check

On May 22, the European Commission published its long awaited “health check” legislative proposals on the Common Agricultural Policy.  These are the main legislative changes proposed to the CAP until post 2013 and they are regarded as hugely important.  The texts propose further cutting of the link between direct payments and production.  They also propose abolishing arable set-aside, steady increase in milk quotas, prior to their abolition in 2015 and a reduction in market intervention.  The Commission also proposes an increase in modulation where direct payments to farmers (pillar 1) are reduced in favour of greater spending on rural development (pillar 2).

These texts will now have to be agreed with Member States, if they are to become law.  France, which holds the rotating presidency of the EU from 1 July 2008 hopes to see agreed proposals by the end of 2008.   The completion of the Health Check is one of the four main priorities of the French Presidency.  If legislation is not agreed before the end of the year, then it will be very much delayed as the Lisbon Treaty, if implemented, will give the European Parliament greater powers in the field of agriculture from 1 January 2009.  If agreement is not reached before the end of 2008, then the involvement of the Parliament which is due for re-election in June 2009 would mean agreement would be unlikely before 2010.

Work Plan for Culture 2008-2010

The Council of Ministers has adopted a new work plan for culture for the 2008-2010. The main element involves improving the mobility of artists in Europe. The plan is to estavlish a working group which will look at improving mobility in proffessional training curricula in the EU and map existing mobility practices to identify gaps and best practice.

Other elements include increasing the mobility of musuem collections and experts and the launch of a prototype Common European Digital Library by the end of 2008. Finally a working group will be set up to look at maximising the  potential of cultural and creative industries, with the aim of drafting a green paper on the topic.

Parliament petitioned to use open source software

A petition has been delivered to the Parliament asking it to use only free source software. Its servers and blog pages use it, however video streaming must be done with Windows Media Player. Signitories claim that this is is contrary to Chapter 1 of the Treaty on European Union which states ‘decisions are taken with the greatest possible respect for openness and as near as possible to the citizens’.

Commission encouraging the use of IPv6

The Commission has set a target of getting 25% of industry, public authorities and households to use Internet Protocol version 6 rather than the currently used version 4 by 2010. It has called for action at European level to get all actors prepared for a timely, efficient change.

IPv4, used since 1984, provides 4.3 billion addresses, of which only about 700 million or 16% remain free. IPv6 will make an almost unlimited amount of IP-addresses available, which will make it much easier for home users to build their own private networks and connect them to the Internet. It will also allow applications based on networking huge numbers of small and simple devices, such as energy management for street lighting and intelligent buildings.

Most new computers and servers being sold by major manufacturers are already IPv6 compatible, but are only reachable through their old IPv4 addresses. In order to start the ball rolling, the Commission has called on Member State governments to migrate their own networks and e-government services to the new protocol, and it says that Member States should make the use of IPv6 a condition for a public procurement.

Social Package

There is speculation in Brussels that the so-called social affairs package which was due to be published on 25 June will not appear until July.  We understand that the package will comprise of:

· a mid-term review of the social agenda (a “vision” paper) addressing the issues of access, opportunity and solidarity; 

· a draft directive on discrimination likely to deal with access to goods service and facilities for people with disabilities (this may also address ageism and discrimination on religious grounds, though at this point, this is unlikely)

· a draft directive on health services (addressing issues such as patient mobility); and

an amendment to the works council directive (which will however, continue to apply only to larger companies with a presence in at least two EU member states)

Protection of the Environment through Criminal Law Directive – Agreement reached

The Council (forum for member state ministers) and the European Parliament have reached agreement on the protection of the environment through criminal law directive.  

The directive regulates the protection of the environment through criminal sanctions and provides for a more effective implementation of European Union (EU) environmental protection policy.  

The directive provides for criminal penalties to be applied to certain activities with a detrimental impact on the environment.  However, the exact nature of the criminal sanctions imposed will be for each EU member state to decide.  

The directive outlines the activities to be considered as criminal offences.  These include:

· The illegal waste management and the illegal disposal of radioactive substances where these activities result, or may result, in death or serious injuries to people, or considerable deterioration in the condition of air, soil, water, animals and plants.

· The illegal operation of production facilities undertaking hazardous activities likely to have similar effects as outlined above.

· The illegal slaughter or destruction of protected animals and plants

· The illegal production and use of substances that deplete the ozone layer.

The directive is due to come into force in 2010.

The European Commission has outlined its support for an ‘EU Coalition of Stakeholders against the commercial exploitation of children on the Internet’.

The coalition of stakeholders aims to combat the rising problem of the commercial distribution of child sexual abuse images on the internet.  The coalition will bring together European Union law enforcement authorities, banks, credit card companies, on-line payment companies and internet service providers.

The European Commission hopes this coalition will strengthen efforts to tackle the problem by establishing mechanisms to track credit card and electronic payments and identifying and prosecuting criminals.

New bid for EIT HQ

East German city Jena has joined the competition to head the EU’s new research institution. The application promoted itself on being a bridge between the older western Member States and the newer eastern ones. It highlighted its unique position as part of an old western member, whilst being at the same time, essentially a newer eastern region. Jena has recently been awarded 2008’s City of Science and is home to high-tech industries Carl Zeiss and Jenoptik.

It is expected that the decision on the EIT’s home will be made by the end of this month if possible, and if not, certainly before the Governing Board is named at the end of June.

European Commission launches package of proposals to improve vehicle safety and environmental performance

The European Commission has launched a package of measures aimed at improving the safety and environmental performance of passenger cards and heavy vehicles.

The proposals include the compulsory fitting of Electronic Stability Control (ESC) in all new cars from 2012 and the introduction of Low Rolling Resistance Tyres (LRRT) also by 2012.

The package of proposals includes the following road safety requirements:

· Mandatory Electronic Stability Control (ESC) systems for new cars and commercial vehicles from 2012.  ESC can help a driver keep control of the vehicle in situations such as poor road conditions and emergency braking.

· Advance Emergency Braking (AEB) – this will apply to large vehicles from 2013.  AEB uses in-vehicle sensors to alert the driver when their vehicle is too close to the vehicle in front.

· Lane Departure Warning (LDW) systems – this will apply to large vehicles from 2013. LDW systems warn drivers when the vehicle is close to leaving the lane unintentionally.

The package also contains environment-related measures related to tyres.  These are:

· Low Rolling Resistance Tyres (LRRT) – these lead to lower fuel consumption by reducing the resistance to motion.  

· Tyre Pressure Monitoring Systems (TPMS) – this system is designed to warn drivers when the tyre pressure is below its optimum level.  This will reduce fuel consumption and extend the life of the tyres.  The TPMS will be compulsory from 2012.

The European Commission’s package of measures also propose to repeal over 50 existing directives and amend over 100 other related directives to be replaced were possible by references to United Nations Regulations.
