Internationalisation of higher education


At the May summit of the European education ministers, one of the items on the agenda was the internationalisation of higher education (HE). The summit called for the EU member states to adopt a series of measures such as:


Fostering a truly international culture within the HE institutions by: promoting cooperation, networking and interaction between HE institutions; supporting the mobility of international students, teachers and researchers; recruiting internationally experienced staff and encouraging participation of students, teaching staff and researchers in international programmes and research projects


Increasing the international attractiveness of HE institutions by: promoting the academic excellence of European campuses; participating in international cooperation networks, projects and joint education and research programmes; promoting the development and monitoring of joint, double and multiple degrees and facilitating the recognition of qualifications and study periods abroad


Promoting the global dimension and awareness of the social responsibility of HE institutions by: promoting innovative forms of transnational cooperation within the HE community; improving equity in access to HE and international mobility schemes and returning knowledge to society at local, national and global level. 


The European Commission is now expected to develop in collaboration with the member states an EU international higher education strategy, aimed at improving coherence between the EU and national levels.

New education targets agreed


EU education ministers reached an agreement on European education targets aimed at reducing the number of those leaving school before completing their upper secondary education and increasing the proportion of young people with higher or equivalent education. 


Twenty-six countries backed the Commission's proposal to reduce the school drop-out rate from 15 to 10% and to increase the share in higher or equivalent education to 40% (it is currently 31% on average) in the next ten years.  The benchmarks will be submitted to heads of state and government at the European Council in June and, if endorsed, will become a part of the EU 2020 strategy.  The United Kingdom was unable to support the targets due to being in the process of forming a new government.��If endorsed, the Commission would make a proposal later this year on implementing the two targets.

Study highlights benefits of teaching abroad





Participants to the EU’s Comenius programme have pointed to the benefits of going abroad for training placements in a recent impact study produced for the European Commission. Among the benefits of training in an international environment, respondents counted: professional and personal development, improved teaching methods and foreign language skills and a boost to motivation.





Comenius In-Service Training is part of the EU’s Lifelong Learning Programme.  Aimed at teachers and other educational staff, Comenius offers a wide range of activities throughout Europe, including professional development courses, conferences, seminars and job-shadowing. 





As well as looking at the outcomes and benefits of the Comenius In-Service Training Programme, the report presents feedback on the application process, trends in participation and possible future improvements of the programme. 





The study reveals that the UK was the most popular host country successfully applied for, as well as being the country offering the highest number of activities (in terms of training courses, conferences and job shadowing).  The UK had the highest proportion of primary school teachers participating in the programme, with less than average numbers of secondary-level teachers.

Conclusions on the Digital Agenda 


The European Commission expressed support for the European Digital Agenda, one of the key initiatives of the Europe 2020 Strategy, at an informal meeting of EU Telecoms and Information Society Ministers which took place in April.


Main obstacles identified in implementing the European Digital Agenda that the Commission include: 


lack of investment in networks and of skills


fragmented digital markets


fragmented answers to societal challenges


rising cybercrime and low trust


insufficient research and innovation efforts


lack of interoperability





Areas where the Commission intends to take action as part of the Digital Agenda include the need for fast internet, the Digital Single Market and Trust and security.

EU-funded research projects to be simplified





New plans to simplify the procedures for taking part in EU-funded research projects have been unveiled by the Commission. 





It is hoped that by concentrating on results rather than on red tape, more SMEs will be encouraged to take part in EU-funded research, helping to consolidate Europe’s economic recovery and playing an important role in the Europe 2020 Strategy for smart, sustainable and inclusive growth. 





Steps to be taken as part of the new plan include:





better IT systems for dealing with applications


more consistent application of rules 


improving the structure and the content of the calls for proposals


simplifying the financial procedures of accounting for projects


granting payments by results





The last point would mean that beneficiaries being paid lump sums to undertake specific scientific tasks and demonstrating that they have done so effectively and efficiently, rather than to report individual cost items





In the meantime, the Commission has launched the interim evaluation of the current Programme (FP7). A group of independent experts has been appointed to undertake this review and present their report this autumn.

Air pollution affects children’s mental ability





A European study has underlined the link between air pollution and children’s mental ability.  


The study carried out in Krakow, Poland, confirmed the findings of a similar study undertaken by the Columbia Centre for Children's Environmental Health (CCCEH) in New York. The study looked at whether children exposed to high levels of polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons (PAHs), which are released into the atmosphere by the burning of fossil fuels for transport, heating, and for energy production, show lower levels of thinking and reasoning skills.


�The research was carried out on 214 children born between 2001 and 2006 in Krakow, the second largest city in Poland. The children all had healthy, non-smoking mothers who wore personal air monitors in backpacks while they were pregnant to measure pollution levels. After birth the children were monitored up to the age of five. Other factors for possible low cognitive ability were taken into consideration including exposure to cigarette smoke and the educational attainment of the mother.��It was found that children exposed to high levels of PAHs had a significantly lower ability in reasoning and thinking tests than children who had had minimal exposure.��Source: European Commission�


The value of the older workers





A research project on the value of the older workers in the workplace is currently being carried out at the University of Gothenburg in Sweden. The project entitled Best Agers project received more than €4.5 million in funding from the European Regional Development Fund (ERDF). Partners in the project include research centres and universities from a number of EU countries, including the UK (University of East Anglia), and with associated organisations from Norway and Russia.  





The project focus on older professionals, which it defines as those aged 55 and over. The project aims to identify and promote:





methods to ensure that older workers maintain their contribution in the workforce


examples of how the experiences and skills of older professionals can be transferred to the younger workforce





The project will use the competences of older professionals to foster business and skills development in the Baltic Sea region in which the project is taking place.

Evaluation of EU-funded rail research





The European Rail Research Advisory Council (ERRAC) is the body responsible for the development of a strategy for European research in the rail transport sector. The ERRAC ROADMAP is a project being carried out by the Council aiming to produce a step-by-step guide to help reach the goals presented in its Strategic Rail Research Agenda.





In this project, rail research projects were evaluated on the basis of market uptake, not on the quality of the work done. Grades were awarded depending on the market uptake as follows:





strong market uptake: when there is clear evidence of use of products, processes and dissemination on knowledge in several countries


medium market uptake: when there is some evidence of use of products and processes and limited dissemination of knowledge in a few countries


weak market uptake: when there is no known use of products, processes or dissemination of knowledge





Success stories identified in the project included the ‘Crashworthiness of joints in aluminium rail vehicles’ (ALJOIN), which carried out studies of aluminium use in train wagons and received a ‘strong market uptake’ rating. Partners in the ALJOIN project included Sheffield University and two other UK based companies.

Consultation opened on Intelligent Transport Systems





The European Commission Directorate-General for Transport (DG MOVE) has launched a public consultation on travel and traffic information, as part of a study to support the development of Intelligent Transport Systems (ITS).





The consultation aims to gather information on:





traffic and travel data availability and access, co-operation and data exchange between public and private sector


definition of safety-related traffic information and provision of free universal traffic information services





The results of the study will support the Commission’s 2008 ITS Action Plan, which covers road transport and interfaces with other modes, especially public transport.  The first action area covers the collection, provision and optimal use of road, travel and traffic data.  





The consultation is targeted at specialists from national, regional and local road and public transport authorities, public and private service providers, public transport operators and other organisations working with traffic and travel data. The deadline for sending responses is 18 June 2010.

Public consultation on the cultural and creative industries





European Commission’s Directorate-General for Education and Culture has launched a public consultation on ‘Unlocking the potential of cultural and creative industries’. Its objective is to gather views on issues impacting the cultural and creative industries in Europe. The responses to the consultation will inform the Commission and help it ensure that EU programmes and policies relating to the creative sector are fit for purpose.





The consultation is open to individual citizens and organisations and in particular national, regional or local authorities and associations from the cultural and creative industries.

Commission launches consultation on Citizens’ Rights





The Treaty of Lisbon introduced a new right for EU citizens – the European Citizens’ Initiative.  This initiative allows EU citizens to ask the European Commission to bring forward new policy proposals provided that at least one million citizens (the EU population is 500 million) from a significant number of member states have signed the petition.





The European Citizens’ Initiative forms part of a substantial legal framework that exists to guarantee EU citizens the rights stemming from Union citizenship.  However, there remains a gap between the legal rules and the practical reality citizens are faced with.  As a result, the Commission has launched a consultation to identify concrete actions to remove the administrative and procedural obstacles created by national boundaries. 





In particular, the consultation focuses on issues such as free movement of persons, diplomatic and consular protection, electoral rights, free movement of civil status documents and consumers' rights.





Next Steps


The contributions put forward in this consultation will inform the policy debate at a conference organised by the Commission in July 2010 and the preparation of the Communication on Citizenship scheduled to be published in October 2010.
