Workshop leaders will organise further tutorials with the module tutor. Students are expected to work independently, especially towards workshop presentations and performance assignments.

Assignment brief 

Assignment 1 – 50%
The presentation of an instructive workshop based on a practitioner/movement/idea to be negotiated with the tutor. 
Assignment 2 – 50% 
A practical performance assignment – students negotiate proposals with the module tutor. Students are encouraged to reflect upon the module aims and objectives and how best to achieve those aims through performance.
