Biography: Gaylan Nazhad is an independent filmmaker and theatre director. He was a TV presenter from 1993 to 1995 in Kurdistan. His current documentary film, entitled White Cottage: Exploring reality and imagination in love between a Romanian couple.

Synopsis: Back in his country of origin, Aria Ahmed used to be a painter. In this short film, Aria, an exiled photographer from Iraqi-Kurdistan questions why he stopped painting eight years ago upon his arrival in the UK. His life is missing something, which is obvious to him, but what he struggles to understand is, what is missing? He is divided between two places, here and there. Doubled conscious Aria is in a constant fight to figure out where he may belong to, the old home or the new one?
